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ATLA MOLDS FORTY-FOURTh ANNUAL CONFERENCE
IN EVANSTON, ILLINOIS

The American Theological Library Association held its forty—fourth
annual conference on the campus of Northwestern University in Evanston, Illi
nois, June 25—28, 1990. The host institution was the United Library of
Garrett—Evangelical and Seabury—Western Theological Seminaries; and the host
librarians were A].va R. Caldwell and Newland F. Smith, 3rd. Approximately
210 members and friends of the Association were in attendance. The program
for the conference was prepared by the Program Committee consisting of Alva
IL Caldwell, Linda Corman, Sara J. Myers, Newland F. Smith, 3rd, and David
Bundy, Chair. 11. Eugene McLeod, Librarian of the Southeastern Baptist Theo
logical Seminary in Wake Forest, North Carolina, and President of the Asso
ciation, presided.

Prior to the formal opening of the conference, four Continuing Education
Programs were available during the morning and afternoon of Monday, June 25:
“Theological Unifon Titles” led by Judy Knop and Barry Hopkins; “Disaster
Preparedness” led by Bonnie Jo Collison; “Organizing Religious Curriculum
Materials” led by Linda J. Vogel; and “Conflict Management” led by Richard
L. Olsen. Monday evening began with the initial session of the conference
which featured the Welcome and the Presidential Address by H. Eugene NcLeod.
The Opening Reception, sponsored by the ATM Preservation Board and held in
the Seabury—Western Library, brought the day’s activities to an end.

Tuesday morning opened with an address, “Globalization and Theological
Libraries” by Robert Schreiter of the Catholic Theological Union in Chicago.
This was followed by the first Business Session of the conference. The after
noon featured a special session for the presentation and discussion of the
plan for the reorganization of the Association, and a meeting of the OCLC
Theological Users Group. On Tuesday evening there were meetings of the
eight denominational groups: Anglican/Episcopal, Baptist, Campbell—Stone,
Lutheran, Methodist, Presbyterian/Reformed, Roman Catholic, and United Church
of Christ.

Wednesday’s program began with an address entitled “Guidelines for Li
brarians Interacting with South Africa” by Al Ragan of the University of Con
necticut at Storrs. Members then had a choice of four papers: “Recent Schol
arship on Mormonism” by William C. Miller of the Nazarene Theological Semi
nary; “At All Times and In All Places, or, Each One in His or Her O~m Place:
Universality and/or Cultural Particularity in the Liturgy” by Leonel Mitchell
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of Seabury—Western Theological Seminary; “Catch Them on the Porch: Method
and Madness in Oral Historical Research” by Larry Murphy of Garrett—Evangeli
cal Theological Seminary; and “Global Feminist Networking” by Rosemary
Ruether of Garrett—Evangelical Theological Seminary. The morning closed
with meetings of three interest groups: Microcomputer Users, Bib—Base Users,
and RLIN Users. Both the afternoon and evening were left free of scheduled
activities.

Thursday morning provided a choice of three workshops: “Bibliographic
Instruction: Bringing the Faculty On Board” led by Betsy Baker and Marilee
Birchfield of Northwestern University; “Ecumenical and Intercultural Chris
tian Historiography” led by 0. C. Edwards of Seabury—Western Theological
Seminary and Rosemary Jermann of Theology Digest; and “Managing Financial
Information in Libraries” led by Roger L. Loyd of the Perkins School of The
ology and Mary R. Bischoff of the Jesuit/Krauss/McCormick Library in Chicago.
The second Business Session of the conference followed.

Thursday afternoon presented a choice of four papers: “John Henry New
man: His Via Media” by Lynn Feider of Nashotah House; “Acquiring Spanish
Language Materials” by Curt Bochanyin of the University of Chicago; “On the
Deuteronomic Law Code and the Politics of State Centralization” by Naomi
Steinberg of DePaul University; and “Coping with Cultural Differences: A
Major Task for Theological Education” by Ted Ward of Trinity Evangelical
Divinity School. The afternoon and the formal conference program came to a
close with the convening of the four Section Meetings: Bibliographic Sys
tems, Public Services, Collection Evaluation and Development, and Publication.

Thursday evening brought the traditional closing reception, sponsored
this year by the ATLA Preservation Board and the H. W. Wilson Company, and
banquet. Following the banquet the guests were addressed by Dr. William
Lesher, President of the Lutheran School of Theology at Chicago, who spoke
on “Globalization and Its Significance for Theological Librarians’; and
special music was provided by the Motet Singers from St. Mark United Metho
dist Church in Chicago. The forty—fourth annual conference ended with the
passing of the presidential gavel from H. Eugene McLeod to James W. Dunkly.

The annual Summary of Proceedings of the ATLA, to be issued later in
the year, will include the reports, papers, and addresses delivered at the
conference.

The Association named Mary R. Bischoff, Director of the Jesuit/Krauss/
McCormick Library in Chicago, Illinois, as Vice—president for 1990—91 and
President—elect for the following year. James W. Dunkly, Librarian of the
Episcopal Divinity School and Weston School of Theology in Cambridge, Massa
chusetts, will serve as President for the 1990—91 year. Elected to three—
year tens as Members—at—Large on the Board of Directors were Norma S.
Goertzen, Director of the Mellander Library of North Park Theological Semi
nary in Chicago, Illinois; and Russell 0. Pollard, Head of Technical Serv
ices at the Andover—Harvard Theological Library of Harvard Divinity School
in Cambridge, Massachusetts. Robert A. Dvorak, Pastor of the Winnetka Cove
nant Church in Winnetka, Illinois, was re—elected to a four—year term as a
Class B Director on the Index Board. A complete roster of the officials of
the ATM, the membership of the Board of Directors, the membership of the
various committees, and the holders of special appointments in the Associa
tion will be found elsewhere in this issue of the Newsletter.
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In the course of two Business Sessions on Tuesday, June 26, and Thurs
day, June 28, the members of the Association, acting on recommendations from
the Board of Directors, took the following actions:

—bestowed honorary membership upon Pay Dickerson, who has served the
Index Board for twenty—four years in a variety of capacities; Tamara Swora,
Head of the Office of Preservation at the Library of Congress, who has
served on the Preservation Board since its inception six years ago; Robert
Markham, now retired, who served as Director of Programs for the Preserva
tion Project from 1985 to 1988; and Letha Markham, who served with her
husband as office coordinator;

— adopted the proposed amendment to the Association’s Certificate of
Incorporation printed in Attachment 3 to the President’s letter to the ATLA
meribership dated April 19, 1990; and

— adopted the restated Bylaws as printed in Attachment 4 to the same
letter and as amended by the Board of Directors.

In one session on Sunday, June 24, and two on Monday, June 25, the Board
of Directors took the following actions:

— appointed Susan E. Sponberg as Executive Secretary of the Association,
effective July 1, 1990;

— approved the establishment of Ms. Sponberg’s office in space made
available by the Index/Preservation offices in Evanston, Illinois;

— accepted the recommendation of the Financial Management Committee that
at the expiration of the current tens for ATM contracted services, such
services be replaced by uncompensated services of Board of Directors members
or ATM staff persons; and

— approved the recommendation of the Financial Management Committee to
change the Association’s fiscal year from July 1—June 30 to September 1—
August 31, to become effective September 1, 1990.

In its teeting on Friday, June 29, following the Association’s adoption
of the reorganization plan, the restructured Board of Directors took the
following actions:

— affirmed all actions of the Board of Directors as constituted prior
to the Bylaws revision of June 28, 1990, to be the actions of the present
Board;

— voted that the officers previously elected by the membership of ATLA
be confirmed as officers of the Board of Directors: President James W.
Dunkly as Chair, Vice—president Mary R. Bischoff as Vice—chair, and Treasurer
Robert A. Olsen, Jr. as Secretary—Treasurer;

— established four committees of the Board of Directors: the Executive
Committee, the Financial Management and Personnel Committee, the Member
Services Committee, and the Strategic Planning Committee;

— approved three committees of the Association: the Nominating Committee,
the Program Committee, and the Historical Records Committee;

— recognized six interest groups within the Association and appointed a
Board liaison to each: Automation and Technology, Collection Evaluation and
Development, Public Services, Publication, Rare Books and Special Collec
tions, and Technical Services;

— affirmed that the Executive Secretary be entitled to use the designa
tion “Director of Member Services” when appropriate;
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— referred to the Executive Committee the expressed concerns of the mem
bership relating to the appointment of non—librarians to the directorships
of theological libraries;

— agreed to investigate ways of fostering the relationship between the
ATLA and the Australian and New Zealand Theological Library Association; and

— set the next meeting of the Board of Directors for February 20—22,
1991, in the Chicago area.

A MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

Evanston lingers, both as a fond memory of an excellent annual confer
ence and as an energizer for the year ahead. Renewed thanks must go to our
hosts and to our Program Committee for all they did to make this kind of
lingering happen for us. It was good to see so many of our members there.

Speaking of Evanston, the recent issue of Program Notes will have
caught you up on much of what is happening on the third floor of 820 Church
Street. That office continues to serve us all well through the index and
preservation programs. Since the annual conference, a new form of service
has begun there: Al Hurd and his colleagues have made the Executive Secre
tary’s office welcome among them. Susan Sponberg has moved into that posi
tion smoothly and efficiently, and now nearly all the Association’s business
is done from a single address housing executive secretary, controller, and
programs. Our thanks to Susan, Al, Patti Adamek, and all who work with them
for handling an ever—increasing work load in a steadily productive way.

The new organization structure approved by the membership in June is
now in place. The new Executive Committee of the Board of Directions (Mary
Bischoff, Bob Dvorak, Gene McLeod, Sarah Miller, Bob Olsen, and myself,
along with Patti Adamek, Al Third, and Susan Sponberg ex officio) will meet
in October, and the full Board will gather in the winter. The Executive
Committee’s principal business will be to provide oversight and counsel to
the index and preservation programs, as the old Index and Preservation
Boards did, as well as to handle any other necessary Association business
between meetings of the full Board of Directors. Thanks once more to the
Task Force and to many others who put in a great many hours devising this
fresh (and, we hope, more satisfactory) way of getting our work done.

Finally, my thanks to all of you for the trust you have shown tue in
electing me your president and for the support and advice many of you have
already given me. I hope that you will write or call me with your ideas,
your concerns, and your questions. In particular, I want to encourage our
various interest groups to press ahead with their agendas and to get in
touch with their Board liaisons or with me if we can be of any help.

Oh yes, one more thing: make plans now to be in Toronto next June.
Don’t let the opportunity to meet in that marvelous city pass you by.

THEOLOGICAL USERS GROUP REPORT

The Theological Users Group (TUG) met during the annual ATLA conference
in Evanston with sixty persons attending. Christopher Brennan, Chair, pre
sided. 1900—91 officers were elected. James Maney, Oblate School of Theol
ogy, was elected Chair and Roberta Hamburger, Phillips Graduate Seminary,
was elected Treasurer and Newsletter Editor.

The program was provided by OCLC. Ton Clareson, TUG Liaison, spoke
about union listing and the ATUG group data base. The ATUG data base con
tains 1.4 million unique bibliographic records, 4.5 million location symbols,
and 57,000 serial holdings for 116 theological libraries. Ton suggested one
possible way to expand and develop the data base. This would involve tape
loading non—OCLC ATLA member libraries’ machine readable records into the
ATUG data base. Since access to ATUG is open to all ATM members with dial—
access equipment and communications software, this would increase the use
fulness and value of the group data base.

Paul Cappuzzello, OCLC new product specialist, then described OCLC’s
newest service, SHARE—PAC, and how the ATUG data base could be distributed
through the service. Libraries could purchase the SHARE—PAC CD—ROM disk
containing the ATUG data base. Local libraries could program the system
so searches reflect local holdings first. This would become, in effect, a
public access catalog. If the title were not held locally, the search
could expand to the group holdings for interlibrary loan processing.

Following the presentations, Chris Brennan asked for volunteers to form
a small working committee to pursue these or other projects TUG could develop.

On the other hand, so much has happened in the last month, that the last
week in June seems like a lifetime ago. During this busy time of setting up
the new Executive Secretary office facility and figuring out how best to get
the work done, I often have remembered conversations — brief or lengthy — I
had with various ATLA members at the conference and have received a lift from
the memory. Thanks to all of you who offered expressions of congratulations,
encouragement, and support. And special thanks to my predecessor, the Rever
end Simeon Daly, and to Mary Ellen Seifrig for providing instruction, docu
mentation, friendship, laughs, and emergency pastoral care as I launch into
this new position.

The new office is shaping up into a comfortable, efficient work space.
Boxes are unpacked; supplies are stashed away. It finally looks like an
office instead of a storage room! In addition, I have been able to upgrade
our computer equipment. I expect this to make many aspects of our work
easier — correspondence, distribution of mailing labels, invoicing, even
production of the Proceedings.

I have hired S. Marshall Poindexter to assist me in the office on a
half—time basis. Marshall, a recent Northwestern University graduate, is a
go—getter who. already has helped immeasurably to set the office procedures
in motion. I hope all of you will feel free to contact Marshall or me if
you have ATLA member needs, questions, or suggestions. I particularly would
like to urge the interest groups to communicate their needs to me, formally
or informally.

Mailing labels and instructions have gone out to Materials Exchange
Program participants. Please let us know if you do not receive your labels
shortly.

Membership dues have been flowing into the office in a steady stream.
If you have not already sent yours, please do it now! I also want to remind
you to include a copy of our invoice with your payment, and to request that
dues payments are not lumped together with remittances for Religion Indexes
subscriptions or other payments.

We are hard at work on the Proceedings. Typing, editing, and formatting
the dozens of reports and papers make a time—consuming task. Proceedings
Editor Betty O’Brien and I have put our heads together to refine some proce
dures, and the Executive Director and the Marketing Director of the programs,
Al Burd and Janice Anderson, generously have been helping us to use the com
puter technology available here at the corporate offices. Our hope is that
we can produce the most professional—looking book most expediently.

In addition to the routine tasks of the office of the Executive Secre
tary, I attended on August 2—3 an intensive strategic planning meeting
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conducted by A]. Hurd, Executive Director of Programs, and by Richard Spoor,
chair of the ATM Board’s Strategic Planning Committee. Also in attendance
were key administrative, editorial, and technical personnel from the Religion
Indexes, the International Christian Literature Documentation Project, and
the Preservation Program. The group brainstorined on short— and long—range
plans for everything from the marketing of the programs to computer needs to
continuing education for ATLA members to a disaster preparedness plan for the
corporate offices. These discussions were an extremely useful starting point
for all who attended, but our work is not finished. Formal reporting will be
done when these germs of plans have been fleshed out and refined.

Recently, I received a phone call from Bob Markham, former director of
the Preservation Program. Bob reported that he and Letha are very pleased
to have been made honorary members of ATM and sent warm greetings from them
both to all their AmA friends.

Finally, I would like to say that, in the last month, I have noticed
that I no longer seem to think of ATM as a collection of discrete units —

members, Board, interest groups, programs — but rather as one vital unit of
interactive parts. Being the Executive Secretary of ATLA and being in the
same location with the programs gives me a unique opportunity to see the big
picture . . . and I really like what I see!

ATM ACTS TO SUPPORT USE OF CHEMICALLY STABLE PAPER

In late June, the Board of Directors, at the instigation of the Collec
tion Evaluation and Development Interest Group, wrote two letters commending
ATLA’s Resolution on the Use of Chemically Stable Paper. One of these let
ters went to ALA’s Association for Library Collections and Technical Services.
The second went out to forty—five publishers who produce books in the field
of religion. Accompanying this second letter was a copy of the ATM resolu
tion and a questionnaire on the policy and practices of that particular pub
lisher as they relate to the use of acid—free paper. I am tallying the pub
lishers! responses and will report them to the ATLA membership in the next
issue of the Newsletter. Thus far approximately half of the publishers have
responded; of the respondents, all use acid—free paper in all or some of
their books. As part of the ATM membership’s response to the resolution,
we urge individual members to write their national representatives in sup
port of the Pell joint resolution (S.J. Res. 57).

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BIBLIOGPS?HIC SYSTEMS SECTION BECOMES
TECHNICAL SERVICES DIVISION

About fifty ATLA members attended the “last” Bibliographic Systems Sec
tion meeting on June 28 at Northwestern University. First, a panel of cata—
logers considered the question “Cataloging Standards, Or, Are We Biblio
graphic Slaves or Free Catalogers?” The panel members described their
policies on modification of IC and member copy records; checking authority
files for headings; proofreading of copy and original cataloging copy; veri
fication of LC class numbers in cataloging copy; and other issues. A brief
discussion followed.

The section voted on a more descriptive name for the Bibliographic Sys
tems Section. The winning name, Technical Services Division, was suggested
by Dorothy Thomason, who received a coffee mug as a reward for her creativity.
The members of the current Bibliographic Systems Committee will continue to
serve for another year as ATLA reorganizes.

The newly named Technical Services Division will sponsor “working groups”
to attack problems of common interest to ATLAinembers. Five were proposed:

1. A Theological Authority Record Project (TARP). Christopher Brennan,
coordinator. Objective: create a vehicle for sharing authority records for
names and titles which are not available in the LC Authority File. A fuller
proposal appears elsewhere in this report.

2. ATLA/BTI CONSER Project (ABC). Clifford Wunderlich, coordinator.
Objectives: enable ATLA libraries to contribute CONSER—level records to the
national databases through the Boston Theological Institute CONSER authori
zation; upgrade the quality of serials cataloging by ATLA member libraries.

3. Uniform Titles Concerns. John Thompson, coordinator. Objectives:
provide a forum for discussing problems with uniform titles for liturgical
works, sacred works, etc.; produce useful documentation and examples.

4. Denominational Body Headings Project. Judy Knop, coordinator. Ob
jective: create authority records for denominational bodies that are not
represented in the IC Authority File. This is urgently needed as the ATLA
Preservation Program begins to film and catalog works by and about now—
defunct denominations.

5. IC Classification Concerns. Dolores Tantoco—Stauder, coordinator.
Objectives: coordinate efforts to devise alternatives to inadequacies in the
IC classification schedules, e.g., in canon law and St.Thomas Aquinas; com
municate concerns to the Library of Congress.

These — and any other working groups that might be formed — would be
expected to work together during the year and to meet on their own during
the conference. Coordinators of viable working groups would also provide
leadership for the Technical Services Division.

If you would like to participate in one of these working groups, or
would like to make some suggestions for future ATLA programs or workshops,
please return the enclosed questionnaire to John Thompson at the United
Library, 2121 Sheridan Road, Evanston, Illinois 60201.

Program ideas for next year’s ATLA meeting include a joint technical/
public services presentation on “looking at the Catalog from Both Sides”;
an all—day continuing education program on serials cataloging; and perhaps
a workshop on cleaning up local bibliographic databases. We would also like

to include preservation and other non—cataloging issues in upcoming ATLA
programs.

A Theological Authority Record Project. Arising from concerns repeat
edly expressed by ATM catalogers, it has been suggested that ATM may want
to distribute its own authority lists or records for names and uniform titles
not currently online in the LC Name Authority File. Such a product would
enable ATM libraries to draw on the experience of others in dealing with
problematic names and titles. Consequently, it would improve the quality of
our headings and, hopefully, their usefulness to our patrons. Also, since
the Library of Congress allows non—LC libraries to contribute authority
records to the Name Authority File through the NACO (now the NCCP) project,
this list would lay the groundwork for ATM to eventually become an NCCP
participant.

A few obstactles remain, however. The first is generating the interest
to get the project off the ground. Earlier appeals have met with stunning
silence. On the other hand, when the issue was raised at the continuing
education workshop on Uniform Titles at this summer’s ATLA conference, the
proposal was greeted with strong support. The second is a mechanism to keep
the list current and up—to—date. Since the Publication Committee currently
publishes bibliographies on various topics on floppy disks, one possibility
is to generate and distribute authority records in the same manner. (These
arrangements have not been worked out yet with the Publication Committee.)
A print product like the existing Current LC Subject Headings in the Field
of Religion is another possibility.

This proposal has the whole—hearted support of the leadership of the
Technical Services Division. Before it can get started, however, we need
support at two levels. First, we need to know what sort of interest there
is in contributing to and using such a shared authority file. Since we would
be able to set our own standards for records, it should be possible for li
braries to contribute records with minimal effort required. Second, we need
some volunteers to do the planning and communication to get things going.
This means determining the format for compiling and distributing the product;
establishing guidelines for those contributing records; building up a mailing
list; determining how much should be charged for the product; and so forth.
(As you can see, work could be split between several people. This is also
something that would look good on a resume!)

Keep Up—To—Date on New LC Subject Headings! Catalogers of theological
materials everywhere can breathe a sigh of relief now that the Library of
Congress has authorized them to use the subdivision “Religious aspects——
Buddhism [Christianity, etcZ 2” under the headings “Accidents”; “Burn out
(Psychology)”; “Electricity” C!); and (we might stress that this is very im
portant) “Magnetism.” Who says that LC isn’t keeping up with the times? Or
that they aren’t able to devise specific, I mean really SPECIFIC subject

headings for things like “Non—Catholics in Catholic schools”? Or that they
are unaware of current events: witness the authorization of the subject
heading “Authors and publishers (Islamic law).”

If you want to be as up—to—date as the Library of Congress on these and
other late—breaking subject headings, of course you already subscribe to
Current LC Subject Headings in the Field of Religion — a quarterly updating
service for religious and theological subject headings that costs just $12.50
per year. With headings selected from the Weekly Lists of new subject head
ings issued by the Library of Congress, each issue is 15 to 20 pages long
and provides a convenient way for your catalogers to scan the new, dropped,
and changed subject headings.

Current IC Subject Headings in the Field of Religion is compiled by
Alice Runis (Iliff School of Theology) under the auspices of ATLA’s Technical
Services Division.

JOEL W. LUNDEEN, 1918—1990

Joel Waldemar Lundeen died on April 12 in Grand Forks, North Dakota,
following several years of declining health. He was 71 years old. Born in
Yuehsien, Honan, China, to Lutheran missionary paretns on May 24, 1918, he
received his college and seminary education at Augustana College and Semi
nary in Rock Island, Illinois. In 1967 he was awarded the Master of Arts
degree by the University of Chicago Graduate Library School. Following the
completion of his seminary studies, he served congregations in Virginia,
New Jersey, and Kansas; but in 1957 he returned to his alma mater to become
seminary librarian. When Augustana Seminary became one of the founding con
stituents of the Lutheran School of Theology at Chicago, Joel Lundeen was
named its Library Director. Fomr 1958 to 1962 he also served as Director of
the Archives of the Augustana Lutheran Church. Upon the formation of the
Lutheran Church in America in 1962, he was named its Associate Archivist,
the title “Associate” necessitated only because the Constitution of the LCA
stipulated that the Secretary of the Church be the designated Archivist. He
resigned his library position in 1975 and devoted the remainder of his pro
fessional career to his archival responsibilities. He retired from these in
1983. He was active in the Society of American Archivists, the Midwest Ar
chives Conference, the Lutheran Historical Conference, the Augustana Histori
cal Society, the Swedish American Historical Society, and the American Theo
logical Library Association.
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REPORT FROM ATLA LIAISON TO CC:DA

The ALA Committee on Cataloging: Description and Access (CC:DA) met in
Chicago, Illinois, June 23—25, 1990, with Joyce L. Farris attending as
Liaison from the ATLA.

Activities of IFLA Section on Cataloging, reported by Nancy John, AlA
Representative:

ISBD(A) (1530 for Antiquarian Books): The final text will be submitted
to the 1530 Review Committee in August 1990 and should be ready for voting
by late fall. With an affirmative vote, the revised text will be published
in the summer of 1991.

ISBD(G): The harmonization process is complete, and the document was
distributed for worldwide review, with comments due March 1, 1990. CC:DA
submitted a 20—page document presenting general and specific suggestions
for harmonizing, correcting or amending the draft revision.

GARB (Guidelines for Authority and Reference Entries): The cataloging
activity is complete for names. Work is currently underway to analyze re
quirements for subject authorities and to develop guidelines for subjects
within the framework set out in CARE. The International Association of
Music Libraries is developing guidelines for music authorities.

New initiatives: IFLA is shifting its primary focus from the ongoing
development of standards and guidelines for Universal Bibliographic Control
to concerns relating to the implementation of that program in an environment
that is increasingly affected by innovations in technology and by economic
restraints. The 1990 conference in Stockholm will re—examine requirements
and uses of bibliographic data in light of current technologies and explore
alternatives to the existing modes and economics of bibliographic data crea
tion. Discussions will focus on problems encountered in the process of
establishing headings for corporate names; problems related to geographic
qualification and to the treatment of initialisms and acronyms; and a pro
posal from the Library of Congress concerning guidelines for the simplif i—
cation of descriptions created under ISBD(M) (1530 for Monographs).

Bibliographic Description of Rare Books (BDRB): Ben Tucker, from the
Library of Congress, has circulated to rare book librarian for comments a
draft revision of BORE with the expectation that it may be published in the
fall of 1990. Among the topics under consideration are broader scope, ac
cess points, qualifying individual names, appendices, and a concordance.

Errors in the text of AACR2 Revised which will be reported by CC:DA to
the Joint Steering Committee for the Revision of AACR (JSC):

l.1E5: The text should be “Transcribe other title information following
the whole or part of the title proper or the parallel title to which it
pertains.

13.1: The phrase in the first sentence, “for which a comprehensive entry
has been made” has been added erroneously. Correction could be achieved by
saying “might be made.”

24.4C4: The last example should read: “Massachusetts Correctional Insti
tution (Walpole, Mass.)” (not Institute); and its conflicting pair should be
added: “Massachusetts Correctional Institution (Bridgewater, Mass.).:

2.71113: 1) to transfer the language of 2.7813 to l.7Bl3, including the
example; 2) to change the rule at 2.7813 and in subsequent chapters x.7Bl3
to read: “If the item being described is a dissertation, make a note as in
structed in 1.71113”; and 3) to add the same rule and an example to Ch. 10
as 10.71113.

8.5111: to add “activity card” to the list of SMDs.
21.31111, 2l.33A, and 21.35: 1) when the item being cataloged contains

a work about or related to the legal document, to provide for cross refer
ences leading from Heading B, with the legal uniform title, to Heading A,
with the same legal uniform title, deleting the existing provisions for
added entries; 2) to add a new rule, “26.4115. Legal titles. When a uniform
title for a legal work applies to two or more governments and is entered
under the heading for one of the governments according to 21.3111, 2l.33A
or 21.35, refer from the heading(s) for the other government(s) with the
appropriate uniform title.”

21.35F1, 21.35F2: to change the wording to allow entry under the head
ing for one party, referring from the heading(s) for one or two other
parties, adding uniform titles to the headings as instructed in 25.l6Al;
and to add: “If such a collection has become known by a collective name,
enter it under the uniform title for the name (see 25.16A1).”

25.1A: to insert as the third sentence: “Uniform titles are also used
to differentiate between serials with identical titles proper”; and to add
“6) for serials, whether a conflict exists in the catalogue against which
the searching and cataloguing is being done.”

25.2A: to insert as the second sentence: “For serials with identical
titles proper, create a uniform title consisting of the title proper plus a
qualifying term or tens (see 25.511).”

25.5111: to add after the first sentence: “For serials, add in paren
theses a qualifying term or combination of tens, as needed, to uniquely
identify a serial from another with an identical title proper. The most
common qualifying tens are place of publication, corporate body, date, or
edition statement. Other terms may be used if the above are not sufficient
to uniquely identify the serial.”

25.1OA: to delete the final sentence: “For a suite, see 25.32112.”
25.l6Al: to add at the end of paragraph 1, “Make a name—uniform title

reference from the other party.”
25.3OBlb: to change the phrase “series of sets” to “series of works.”
25.34111: to delete the final sentence: “For excerpts called suite, see

25.32112.”
Glossary: 1) to add the definition of Activity card; 2) to change the

definition of Came to “A set of materials designed for play according to
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prescribed rules. See also Activity card, Kit, Toy”; 3) to add a definition
of Toy: “An object manufactured for children or others to play with imagina
tively or from which to derive amusement”; 4) to modify the second defini
tion of Part (Music) to read: “The written or printed copy of one or more
(but not all) such parts for the use of one or more performers, designated
in the physical description area as part.”

Task Force on Creeds: CC:DA approved further revision to rule 21.38A,
to read as follows: “Enter a theological creed, confession of faith, etc.,
accepted by more than one denominational body under title. When appropriate,
use a uniform title as instructed in 25.193. Make an added entry under the
heading for one, two, or three persons or corporate bodies associated with
the work and/or item being catalogued. If there are four or more such per
sons or bodies, do not make added entries.”

Task Force on Producers: The Task Force presented a final report con
taining revisions of pertinent rules to reflect better the variety of func
tions associated with creating non—book materials, taking them more specific
by incorporating terms indicating major creative roles into the text and
examples of area 1 (Title and Statement of Responsibility Area) rules. Be
cause there is some inconsistency in the way area 4 (Publication, Distribu
tion, etc., Area) rules merge authorship roles and publication roles, the
Task Force also proposed revision of area 4 rules to eliminate transcription
of names represented as “producers” and to delete the terms “production” and
“production company” as statements of function. Additional text is then pro
posed for area 4 rules to allow for the necessity of repeating names in area
4 that may have already been transcribed in area 1. CC:DA will recommend to
JSC that the language in the Glossary definition of Producer be changed to
“A person or corporate body” rather than “a company, individual, etc.”

CC:DA has set up a new task force to deal with the aspects of publica
tion in rule l.4Dl.

Followup on previous ATM Newsletter report: In response to the ques
tion from Australia about why the English form of name should be used for
Catholic dioceses (ATLA Newsletter, v. 37, p. 76), CC:DA’s comments are that
1) the Catholic Church is an international body under which dioceses are
entered as subheadings. The international nature of the organization causes
us to prefer the English form for these sub—bodies. 2) The use of a more—
or—less uniform English language form of diocese name allows the dioceses to
be subarranged together under Catholic Church, whereas use of the vernacular
for the diocese would scatter these bodies in a file. 3) There is strong
tradition in AACR2 for the use of English for geographic names, for sub—
bodies of the Catholic Church, for international bodies, and for religious
bodies.

King’s has the largest collection of
historical Anglican divinity and ecclesiastical history in Atlantic Canada.
The modern collections are particularly strong in Patristics, Scholastic
theology, the English Reformation, the Oxford Movement, and the history of
doctrine.

Gregory Crawford will leave his position as Reference Librarian at
Moravian College and Theological Seminary in Bethlehem, Pennsylvania, at the
end of .Aiigust. He has been a member of the Reeves Library staff for the
past five years and has played a major role in the automation of its serv
ices.

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Cleveland, Ohio, where he was attached to the Allen Memorial Library until
establishing his own business.

ISABELLE STOUFFER PASSES AT 77

Isabelle Stouffer died on April 6 in The Medical Center in Princeton,
New Jersey, following a brief illness. She was 77 years old. A native of
Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, she received the A.B. degree from Wilson College
in Chambersburg, Pennsylvania, in 1934, and the B.S. in L.S. degree from
Drexel University College of Information Studies in Philadelphia in 1935.
Upon completion of her studies at Drexel, Miss Stouffer joined the library
staff of Princeton Theological Seminary in Princeton, New Jersey, as Spe
cial Cataloger for the Benson Collection of Hymnology, and remained to
spend her entire professional career there. She was made Head Cataloger in
1935 and was named Assistant Librarian in 1949, retaining her responsibility
for the library’s technical services. She retired in 1979. She was active
in the American Library Association, serving on the Catalog Code Revision
Committee, Subcommittee on Religious Headings from 1961 to 1965; the New
York Technical Services Librarians; the Presbyterian Library Association,
serving as Secretary in 1966 and on the Executive Committee in 1967; and
the American Theological Library Association, serving on the Cataloging and
Classification Committee from 1954 to 1959, andon the Board of Directors
from 1968 to 1970. A memorial service was held at the Nassau Presbyterian
Church in Princeton, and a private burial service took place at the Alex
andria Cemetery in Alexandria, Pennsylvania.
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APPRAISING A PROBLEM

Several inquiries at the ATLA conference led me to offer a bit of infor
mation and guidance on the subject of appraisals for gifts of book collec
tions (or other items) to libraries in the United States. (I defer to some
one else for observations on Canadian and other libraries.)

The Tax Reform Act of 1984 imposes strict new requirements to the pro
cess of receiving gifts—in—kind. Essentially, any gift of an object or col
lection for which the donor wishes to claim a value of more then $500.00
must be reported by the donor on IRS Form 8283. If the value claimed is
more than $5,000.00, the donor must attach to Form 8283 an appraisal by a
qualified appraiser; in this case, an authorized officer of the institution
must sign Form 8283 as donee. This is usually not the librarian. The
Revenue Code is specific in its requirement that the appraiser be independ
ent from both donor and donee (library). Thus, librarians ought not furnish
any valuation to gifts given or pay for gift appraisals, though of course
the customary letter of acknowledgement of a gift is still appropriate.

If the library should sell, exchange, or otherwise transfer a gift—in—
kind worth more than $5,000.00 within two years of receipt, it must file an
Information Report (IRS Form 8282) with the IRS and furnish a copy to the
donor. These are only indications of the technicalities involved; legal and!
or tax counsel should be sought before making any library decisions regarding
these matters.

Associations of appraisers will furnish lists of their members on re
quest. Members are typically certified in specialized fields of appraising.

The Library of Union Theological Seminary in Richmond, Virginia, is in
volved with the General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) in the
creation of a standard subject vocabulary which can be used by the Church
to assist it in the retrieval and dissemination of its information. A The
saurus Committee has been formed, consisting of representatives from the
Department of History, the Office of the General Assembly, the Office of In
formation Services, the Stewardship and Communication Development Ministry
Unit, and the Library of Union Theological Seminary. Martha Aycock, Chair,
and Ted Winter are the library staff members involved. It is projected that
the first draft of the Thesaurus, for which Bob Benedetto, Director of the
Presbyterian Study Center at Nontreat, North Carolina, and Martha Aycock are
responsible, will be ready for testing in pilot programs by January 1991.

SISTER ELLEN GAFFNEY PASSES AT 70

Sister Ellen Gaffney, RDC, died in White Plans, New York, on February 5,
1990, at the age of 70. She had been Director of The Archbishop Corrigan
Memorial Library at Saint Joseph’s Seminary in Yonkers, New York, since 1986.
She held degrees from Good Counsel College, St. John’s University, and the
Columbia University School of Library Service. Sister Ellen served in several
high school libraries, worked in curriculum development for the New York Arch
diocese, and was for a time national Chair of the Committee on the Catholic
Periodical and Literature Index. She was the first woman to serve as a
faculty member and Director of the Archbishop Corrigan Memorial Library at
Saint Joseph’s Seminary.

STITT LIBRARY AT AUSTIN SEMINARY
ERTAKES RETROSPECTIVE CONVERSION PROJECT

The Stitt Library of the Austin Presbyterian Theological Seminary in
Austin, Texas, earlier this summer undertook a retrospective conversion pro
ject which it hopes to be able to complete within six to seven months. The
work of searching and data entry was contracted to Gaylord, Incorporated.
The Library views its next step as the purchase of an integrated library
system.

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ANZTLA 1-IOLDS 1990 CONFERENCE IN BRISBANE

The fifth annual conference of the Australian and New Zealand Theologi
cal Library Association, held at Pius XII Provincial Seminary, Banyo, Queens
land, following the 13th Joint Annual Conference of the Australian and New
Zealand Association of Theological Schools and the Australian and New Zealand
Society for Theological Studies, 5—8 July, 1990, brought together the most
geographically diverse gathering of theological librarians ever assembled in
this part of the world. To participate in the program of “Practicalities,”
participants travelled nearly 3000 miles from Perth, Western Australia (for
the first time), and from the most southerly theological college in the
world, in Dunedin, New Zealand; one person was present from Suva, Fiji
(another first) and one from Columbus, Ohio.

As the theme suggests, there was a strong emphasis on the basics of
theological librarianship, concentrating on subject cataloguing and classifi
cation. The cataloguer of Joint Theological Library, Parkville, Victoria,
Philip Harvey, shared a wealth of experience and insight in a thoughtful and
perceptive paper on the former, while the latter was dealt with in concurrent
workshop sessions on the Dewey Decimal Classification and the Pettee Classi
fication. The keynote address was presented by the Reverend Coralie Jenkin,
Librarian of the Country Fire Authority, Melbourne, and Statistician of the
MZTLA, on the subject of cooperation and rationalisation: “If Libraries Can
Di It, They Can Do It Together.” She suggested a wide variety of ways in
which libraries might work together for mutual benefit and improved service
to users.

Adding some variety to the program, the Reverend Richard Mintel, of
Trinity Lutheran Seminary, Columbus, Ohio, gave a talk on “Current Develop—
inents in the American Theological Library Association,” and John East, of
the University of Queensland Library, gave an entertaining after—dinner
speech on “The Bible in Malawi.”

In other sessions, participatns tackled such practical problems and
issues as automation, cooperative collection development, journal indexing,
and uses of CD—ROM technology (accompanied by demonstrations of GRANCORD
and REX), the work of Christian Research Associates, a directory of theo
logical libraries in Australia and New Zealand, a world directory of theo
logical libraries, and the collection and use of statistics. They also grap
pled with the question of how best to relate to and assist librarians in
kindred institutions in Asia, Melanesia, and the South Pacific.

In a more relaxing vein, Saturday afternoon was spent touring the
Blackall Ranges (including the spectacular Glasshouse Mountains) and the
pleasant Sunshine Coast, north of Brisbane. On a more cultural and educa
tional level, participants also had a choice of an afternoon visit to St.
Stephen’s Cathedral, St. Francis Theological College, Trinity Theological
College (with its Meta—Marc automated library system), or the Queensland
Cultural Centre.

In the Annual General Meeting of the Association, it was decided: 1) to
include up to two persons in institutional membership; 2) to note that the
AEZTLA Standards for Theological Libraries have now been endorsed by the
Australian Library and Information Association; 3) to promote the distribu
tion of the revised Australasian Union List of Serials in Theological

Collections (almost completed); and 4) to retain membership fees at A$ZO and
newsletter subscriptions at A$15.

In the elections, Mara Goodall, Churches of Christ (New South Wales)
Theological College, was chosen as the Sydney representative on the Execu
tive Committee; the first Western Australian (Marcia Harrison, Perth Theo
logical Hall) was elected to the ART Editorial Board; all other officers
were reelected, including Trevor Zweck as President and Val Canty as Secre
tary/Treasurer. The next conference is to be held at Morling College
(adjoining Nacquarie University), Eastwood, New South Wales, 5—8 July 1991.
