— recommended that the Serials Cataloging Workshop proposed by

the Ad Hoc Caimiittee on Serials Control be included in the program
budget of the 1980 ATLA conference,

— approved the recommendation of the Periodical Indexing Board
that the name of the Board be changed to “American Theological Library
Association, Index Board,” and that the proposed changes in the Certi
ficate of Incorporation and in the By—Laws of the Association neces
sary to the implementation of this change of name be presented to the
membership of the Association for action at the 1980 annual conference,

— adopted the following motion regarding the proposal that the
ATM seek a relationship with Scholars Press as a eponson “That the
AThA Board of Directors expresses its regret that an appropriate rela
tionship with Scholars Press has been so long in negotiation. The
ATLA Board of Directors believes that the present points at which the
interests of Scholars Press and the ATLA coincide are not now properly
expressed via sponsorship of Scholars Press. Rather, the ATLA Board
of Directors seeks an arrangement with Scholars Press whereby a repre
sentative of ATLA might participate in meetings of the Scholars Press
Board, without vote, in a relationship that best approximates reality.
The Board wishes, further, to express its appreciation for the invest
ment of the Scholars Press Director and members of its Board in the
lengthy, at times frustrating, discussions. The Board instructs those
persons responsible for ATM publications to pursue discussions with
Scholars Press regarding possible mutually beneficial ventures • The
Board of Directors of ATM is willing for its membership list to be
made available to Scholars Press in order to facilitate distribution
by the Press of Scholia and other literature to ATM members,” and

— adopted the following motion: “That an Ad Hoc Committee on
Relationships with Scholarly Societies be appointed. The purpose of
the Committee would be (1) to encourage active participation by ATM
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members in appropriate scholarly societies, and (2) to establish,
nurture, and coordinate working groups within tie organization of
these societies to bring to bear the concerns of ATLA relative to
publications and related activities of these societies.”

A LETTER FROM PRESIDENT DALY

Dear Fellow Members of the ATLAs

I am happy to report that ATLA is alive and well. I hope this
Newsletter will firmly attest to that.

Our midwinter meeting of the Board of Directors went very well,
with all members present. We managed to deal with a number of impor
tent issues that affect the whole association. As reported earlier,
the Index Board received a grant from the National Endowment for the
Humanities in the area of $97,000 for the Festschrift project from
1972 to 1976. I’m sure you also heard that we have a proposal for
the serials project with NEIl. The serials project is now a first
priority for our association. A whole day’s workshop will be dedi
cated to working in that area on Tuesday of our annual conference.

I have appointed John Trotti to chair the Conmiittee for Consul
tation • He is woridng with John Batsel to get funding for a training
program for our ATLA consultanta • There is a good possibility of
working out such a program with the Office of Management Studies.

Those of you who attended Sara Mobley’s workshop on Librarian
Instruction, Bibliographical Instruction and Orientation to Libraries
at last year’s conference know well the enthusiasm and knowledge she
brings to this subject. She has requested, as a result of that meet
ing, that she be authorized to set up a clearning house for orienta
tion programs in theological libraries at her library. The Board has
given approval to this as an ATLA project of the Reader Services Com
mittee. Ms. Mobley will be seeking widespread cooperation. We are
very enthusiastic about this project since it holds a promise of
making our libraries more available and useful to our patrons.

Another project that developed out of the Reader Services Commit
tee was a proposal by William Zlmpfer to have the D.Min. theses in
dexed. A preliminary study was made. The &ard has now asked the
ATLA Index Board to investigate further the feasibility of this pro
ject. It is presumed that if and when it proceeds, it will be done
through the office of the ATLA Index.

Considerable discussion over the years has been had about taking
out supporting membership in Scholars Press. At the Board meeting
this winter a resolution was passed expressing our support of the
projects of Scholars Press but declining to take out membership at
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this time. The Board felt the ratio of cost to benefit for us was
too high for our means at this time.

I am very eager for full and active participation in this sum
mer’s program by ATLA flmbers. I am particularly concerned that there
be a lively exchange with our administrators in that section of the
program set aside for ATS-ATLA sharing.

Two Task Forces have been set up by the Board. The first (con
sisting of Elmer O’Brien, Stephen Peterson, and Sinon Daly, CGB) deals
with the office of Recording Secretary and with the problem of over
loading our Executive Secretary. A specific objective of this Task
Force is to propose a method to assure the Board and the Association
of prompt minutes and conference Proceedings. The second Task Force
(consisting of Andrew Scrimgeour, Donald Vorp, and Charles Willard) is
est*liehed to investigate ways of assuring an ATLA liaison with
scholarly associations • The concern arose from the fact that we have
dropped membership in CSR and have chosen not to join Scholars Press.

Proposals for new coimnittee members were made and new members
have been appointed. A serious effort is made to involve the member
ship as broadly as possible. If you have special interests or con
cerns, please communicate them to committee members. If you are in
terested in serving on any committee, please speak up so your name can
be added to our pool.

May I express once more my appreciation of all the generous co
operation I have had in this office, and the pleasure it is to serve
an association where the membership is enthusiastic and cooperative.

The Midwinter Meeting of the American Library- Association in
cluded the first substantive sessions of the Committee on Cataloging:
Description and Access, the successor to the Catalog Code Revision
Committee. Although the meetings involved as much attention to pro
cedures as to issues regarding specific passages in the Anglo—American
Cataloguing Rules, Second Edition (AACR 2), some of the activities
and discussions are possibly far reaching.

The Committee (cited as CCDA) is still coping with the problem
of obtaining adequate input from groups outside of the ALA “cataloging
sector.” CCDA adopted procedures which allow for a group of 1non—
voting members” representing interests both within ALA but apart from
the Resources and Technical Services Division, and outside ALA. The
non-ALA groups also have another means of expression, namely through
the cataloging unit recently- formed under the aegis of the Council of
National Library and Information Associations (CNLIA). Currently this
group is represented through non-voting membership in CCDA - a some
what peculiar situation which gives the CNIJIA members the possibility
of more than a single voice in CCDA deliberations. The peculiarity is
thought to be tolerable, however, even if there is risk of duplication,
because it may afford CCDA members better information about what the
specialized library- and information organizations are discussing and
what positions they want to put forward.

A second procedural matter dealt with the problem of sorting
the questions about AACR 2 which are arising as the implementation day
comes nearer. CODA decided that queries relating to the descriptive
practices of the Library of Congress (for example, the list of AACR 2
name forms appearing in Cataloging Service Bulletin) should be re
ferred to the Office for Descriptive Cataloging Policy, Library of
Congress, Washington, D.C. 2O~50 (Ben R. ThcI~r, Chief). Queries
associated with the interpretation, clarification, or possible altera
tion of specific rules or sections in AAcJR P should, on the other hand,
be referred to CCDA (do RTSD, American Library Association, 50 East
Huron Street, Chicago, fllinois 60611). Further, if such questions
pertain to the work of a specialized library organization, copies of
them may also be sent to the pertinent group. For example, a query
associated with the interpretation of rules about liturgical materials
could be sent to ATLA as well as to the Catholic Library Association.
In case of doubt as to whether the matter is practice or interpreta
tion, correspondence ought to be sent both to LC and to CCDA.

The major substantive issue presented to CCDA was the question
of the use of microfon manufacturing data as publishing information
in the description of microforms which are miniaturized copies of
previously published originals. AACR 2 is consistent in treating the
current form of the material as the primary base for selecting pub
lishing data (as well as edition information, physical description,
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and series statements); however, the representation of a microform
copy as “published” in 1979 when it has simply been duplicated In that
year seems to a number of catalogers and microform publishers to be
misleading. While the data about the original are mandated to appear
in a note, such notes have heretofore not been accessible via machine
searches because the individual sections of a note are not individually
tagged or given subfield codes in the MARC format.

Two solutions, with several additional variations, have been
suggested. The first is, obviously, to change AACR 2 to allow the use
of the data from the original, rather than from the copy, in the pub
lishing area (and possibly elsewhere, though probably not in the physi
cal description). The second is to obtain more precise tagging of the
notes about the original; this involves an adjustment to the MARC
format which would permit searching on the original publication date,
for instance, even though it appears as only one element in a note.
Solution two would not, however, affect the recording of the data in
eye—legible files and would not require a change in flOE 2.

This issue was hotly debated before the publication of AACR 2,
and the outcome in CCRC was a divided vote in favor of representing
the microform data rather than those of the original. This was the
position affirmed by the Joint Steering Committee, and it is also the
view represented in the ISBD’s issued by lilA. Despite these conclu
sions, some twenty of the non-voting members of CODA, in a straw vote,
urged CODA to consider the matter further and to present the alterna
tive position systematically for a later vote. In this straw vote,
there were no more than two negative votes and two abstentions re
corded, although the CODA voting members’ view was more evenly divided
as shown in a subsequent tally. The result was, nonetheless, that a
CODA subconmjttee was established to deal with the matter further.

Although CODA wished to have a special meeting in April to
resolve the issue, if possible, before the June meeting of the Joint
Steering Committee, funds for such a meeting were not recommended by
the Executive Committee of the Cataloging and Classification Section
(CCDA’s parent body). Negotiations are currently underway in several
quarters to try to get the CODA position resolved quickly so that the
issue could be put on the JSC agenda, but it is not clear whether
they will be successful.

Theological librarians who have not made their wishes known in
this matter of the handling of microform copies are encouraged to
write to or call the author of this column. Letters are particularly
requested since they may be used for CODA input. Supporting discus
sion of either point of view, or additional suggestions, will be
welcome.

Some “miscellany”: The ALA Council approved a new version of
the “Library Bill of Rights.” The text will be issued shortly by the
ALA Office for Intellectual Freedom. Discussion of a revised version
of the statement on “professional ethics” continues, however.

ALA Publishing Services has announced the publication of
“Examples for Applying the Anglo—American Cataloguing Rules, Second
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Edition,” a three-part slide program (180 slides, t90, ISBN
0—8389—2016—0), to be issued, it is hoped, in March.

IFLA’s International Office for IJBC (Universal Bibliographic
Control) has distributed the “completed text” of the 1580(A), Anti
quarian. A vote from the sponsoring IFLA sections is to be concluded
by the end of February 1980.

The LC/ALA co—sponsored institutes on AACR 2 (providing train
ing in LC’s interpretation of AACR 2) will begin in April, 1980, and
continue into 1981. Information concerning registration will be
available from the RTSD Executive Secretary’s office at AU; indi
vidual mailings will go to RTSD members in the states associated with
each institute. It is expected that residents in the prescribed
states will be given first choice for attending the institute (or
institutes, in some cases) in their region, but otherwise the regis
tration will be on a “first come” basis and will be limited to
approximately 300 for each institute.

ST. LOUIS SEMINARIES LAUNCH JOThT CG4 CATALCO

Concordia Seminary and Covenant Theological Seminary, both in
St. Louis, Missouri, are producing a joint microfiche catalog of their
library holdings from machine readable records. The CQ’1 catalog and
records are supplied through Baker & Taylor Libris Cataloging Service.
February production will include about 30,000 titles, and by August
1980, production is expected to rise to about 60,000 titles. The
Catalog was expanded to include the holdings of the Trinity Episcopal
School for Ministry in Ambridge, Pennsylvania, when John A. Delivuk,
the Assistant Librarian of Covenant Theological Seminary, became
Librarian of the Trinity Episcopal School.

The Pitts Theology Library of Emory University in Atlanta,
Georgia, has purchased a collection of 5,000 items from Cardinal

career from becoming an Anglican priest, through his involvement in
the Oxford Movement, to his long and notable career in the hierarchy
of the Catholic Church in England. The collection contains 1,500
manuscript items and Manning’s copies of the official, unpublished
drafts on various issues being debated at the Vatican Council, 1869—
1870, replete with his corrections and marginal notations.
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UNIa4 THE OLQ3ICAL SEMINARY LIBRARY AWARDED $600,000
GRANT WQ1 NATI(NAL ENDGIMENT F~ THE HUMAN1TES

The National Endowment for the Humanities has announced a
Challenge Grant of $600,000 for the costs of renovating the Library
of Union Theological Seminary in New York City. The Challenge Grant
provides $1 in federal funds for every $3 raised by the Seminary and
will be a key factor in financing a $2,500,000 renovation program
scheduled to begin in 1980. The grant was one of 101 Challenge Grants
to institutions in 3. states and the District of Columbia awarded com
petitively from 212 applications. Grants ranged in size from
$1,000,000 to $10,00. Of 16 grants awarded to New York State insti
tutions, Union was second in dollar amount.

~ President, Dr. Donald W. Shriver, Jr., commented on
the Challenge Grant: “We are very pleased that the National Endowment
for the Humanities has recognized Union’ s Library as a national re
source for the study of the humanities and has given this important
boost to Union’s commitment to preserve and make accessible its
unique collection.” Presentations to foundations and major donors is
underway and a national campaign extending from February to May of
1980 will seek to attract gifts to match the Challenge Grant. The
Seminary is engaged in an overall capital funds campaign of $9,200,000
to underwrite the costs of renovating its library and chapel and to
increase its endowment. Gifts and pledges amounting to nearly
$5,000,000 have been secured.

Union Theological Seminary Library is widely recognized as one
of the world 1s foremost theological research collections. It was
founded in 1838 with the 13,500 volume library of Johann Heinrich van
En. This rare collection of manuscripts, incunabula and early
printed books is among its specialized collections today. The library
holdings now number approximately 550,000 items. The Library is housed
in a Gothic stone building located at the corner of Reinhold Niebuhr
Place in the Morningside Heights ares of New York City. The building
was originally built in 1910 to provide book stacks for 350,000 vol
umes and spacious study facilities • The Library’s growth to 550,000
volumes has reduced the library’s accessibility and comfort and pressed
the Seminary to plan for renovation.

Renovation plans focus on providing reorganized space for the
library collection and improved access to it, conservation of rare and
fragile items, improved reader facilities, provision for modern tech
nological services, upgrading of fire and safety systems. Special
attention throughout the renovation plan is being given to making the
building more energy efficient. Reader services now located at the
entrance to the reading room will be moved to the ground floor with
entrance from Broadway at Reinhold Niebuhr Place where an informal
area for study and display facilities will also be developed.

The architectural plans have been developed following a plan
ning process initiated by Dr. Robert Nab7, Director of the TYI’S Li
brary from 1976—1979 and now Director of Smithsonian Libraries.
Richard Spoor, presently the Director of the TiPS Library, supervised
the planning study with assistance from a grant from the Arthur Vining
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Davis Foundations • A two year review of the Library’s resources and
its long range needs involving board members, faculty, library staff,
and students was conducted by a special library planning committee
under the leadership of its. Stephen Wise • The New York firm of
~fttche1l-Giurgo1a Architects has prepared the architectural plans for
the renovation. The Seminary’s Board of Directors in QDtober approved
design development plans and authorized construction which will begin
in February 1980. Construction will continue through the sumner of
1981. Basic library services and access to the collections will be
maintained throughout the construction period with limited reading
facilities provided on the premises during that time.

In August 1979 the Oral Roberts University Library- in Tulsa,
Oklahoma, switched from the card catalog to a Computer Output Micro
form (CON) catalog. About 100 of these catalogs are now made avail
able in different areas of the Library. They are also made available
in the various departments and schools in the University as well as
in the student dormitories and graduate housing.

The CG4 catalog is being revised and updated three times a
year. Although this may seem to cause some delay in information for
the new titles, library users will have access to information on the
new books ordered, received and processed in the Library through the
Automated Library Information System (AiLs) reference terminal. The
am system, developed by DataPhase, provides easy and effective means
of information retrieval on library patrons and materials • It enables
the library to keep track of fines and overdues and alerts the library
of any delinquent patron. Titles on order, in processing, on the
shelf, in circulation, or with the binders can be located with ALE.
This system can also be used for conducting searches and tracing
active titles within the system. Statistical information derived
from the system can give a better understanding of the true activity
of the library collection and thereby assist the library in collection
development.

To date, over 200,000 titles in the (RU Library have been input
into this data file. Bibliographical information for each entry is a
complete MARC record which includes subject headings and added entries.
The system is being used in the (RU Library for library circulation
of general and reserve books. Basides handling standard circulation
functions, it is being used also on an interim basis by the Acquisi
tion Department until a full acquisition and fund-accounting system
is installed in the Spring of 1980.

Dr. Ehlhardt was an ordained minister in the United Methodist Church
and was a founding member of the American Theological Library Asso
ciation.

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ST. DEINIOL’S RESIDENTIAL Lfl~ARY, HAWARDEN, WALES

Thanks to our periodicals librarian, Mrs. Patricia Bean, that
I became aware of the existence of St. Deiniol’s Residential Library.
She left the literature that was inserted in Theology on my desk.
Since I was in the planning stage of my sabbatic year, St. Deiniol’s
sounded an ideal place to be. And so it was when I spent twelve days
in August. My train ride from London to Hawarden included a transfer
in Wrexham (birthplace of C. H. Dodd) to a two-car train which took
me through very beautiful Welsh country.

St. Deiniol’s Residential Library was conceived by its founder,
the Right Honorable W. F. Gladstone. This unique academic institu
tion is described as follows: “Throughout the long years of his pub
lic life, the great Victorian Prime Minister drew strength from the
peaceful days he spent among his books at Hawarden; and it became one
of his cherished ambitions to create a foundation where others could
share this privilege.” His own library of 30,000 volumes was trans
ferred to St. Deiniol’s and since 1898 more than 60,000 volumes have
been added.

This oak—panelled and galleried library is ideal for 19th—cen
tury studies but is not limited to those whose interest is only in
the 19th century. “It provides a place where men and women can pursue
their own reading, writing and research under really congenial condi
tions. With peace and quietness, freedom from chores and distractions,
the whole day is at one 1s disposal for work and recreation. There is
also the Informal and stimulating company of other professional men
and women.” The accommodations are very satisfactory with single,
twin and double—bedded rooms • The food is wholesome and the dining
room atanosphere encourages the guests to become acquainted. The fre
quent coffee/tea breaks create additional opportunities for the guests
to come together.

It was an unforgettable experience to be part of the residen
tial library. An added attraction is the opportunity to visit Mr.
Gladstone’s study in his castle nearby. Chester, England is only seven
miles away, and Liverpool only k5 minutes by train.

I am certain that many librarians would like to spend some
time at St. Deiniol’s. Those who are interested should request
literature from: Mrs. Ursula Pendleton, Assistant to the Librarian,
Clifford E. ~rbour Library, Pittsburgh Theological Seminary, 616
North Highland Avenue, Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania lS206.
