A popular speaker, Ms. Kozak
has appeared from coast to coast before groups such as the ALA, the Wiscon
sin Bar Association, the Northern Waters Writers Conference, the World Sci
ence Fiction Convention, the Decision Magazine Christian Writers Conference,
and the Pasadena City College Writers Forum. She has lectured at many uni
versities and, in addition to her numerous articles on writing and the law,
has written on topics as diverse as sushi, “Star Trek,” and the Superbowl
in magazines ranging from Travel and Leisure to Australian Video and Con—
municat ions.

Ms. Wilkinson has published a number of articles in professional jour
nals and has recently been appointed Visiting Professor on the Faculty of
Law at the University of Western Ontario, where she will teach courses in
information law and in social science research and the law. She holds the
M.L.S. degree and is currently completing a doctoral dissertation on free
dom of information and protection of privacy legislation, a field in which
she has given many popular presentations and workshops for various profes
sional and government groups.

Index and Preservation Programs — Appointments. The Executive Director
of the Index and Preservation Programs is pleased to announce the appointment
of John A. Bollier (currently Interim Librarian, Yale Divinity School Library)
to the position of Program Officer and Director of Development, effective
September 1, 1991.

Preservation Program to begin Filming the ATM Denominational Documen
tation Series, 1850—1916 in Nicroformat. Nineteenth—century America witnessed
the dynamic growth of mainline churches, the advent of new denominations and
religious movements, the development of voluntary associations, and the ac
celerated growth of the Roman Catholic Church. These sweeping changes in the
American religious experience were recorded by the scholars, ministers, and
laity of the time. Much of what they observed, described, reflected, and
thought about was printed on acidic paper, which is now in many cases in the
final stages of deterioration.

Beginning with Phase 6 in July 1991 and continuing for ten years, the
ATI.A Monograph Preservation Program will begin filming embrittled monographs
from the nineteenth and early twentieth century that are denominationally
specific. Our aim in preservation is to document the nineteenth—century
American religious experience and migration of religious ideas, thought, and
culture from Europe, Africa, and beyond. This will be accomplished by film
ing a wide range of materials produced by, on, or about individual religious
groups. Our approach will be systematic as we cover particular topical areas,
annually, of each denomination. These include denominational histories, doc
trines, liturgies, missions, religious education, hymnody, biographies, and
popular religion and piety. Our plan is to preserve not only the history of
those religious bodies that have survived, but also the history, theology,
and mission of those groups that are no longer extant.

Phase 6 Subscription Plans. Partial and full subscribers to Phase 6
will have more subject collections to choose from than in the past. Each
subject collection will be smaller in title and fiche count. For example,
each denominational group filmed will have at least 200 titles on up to 250
fiche. We hope that the smaller and more defined collections will reduce
the selection process time for partial subscribers. Also, beginning with
Phase 6, we will be able to develop subject specific collections of all
titles filmed. (Write or call for details.) A full subscription will re
main at 4000 fiche for $21,000. Full subscribers will have three subject
collections — each of approximately 2000 microfiche — to choose from, with
two required for a full subscription.

Subject Collections for Phase 6. 1) Denominations History and Liturgy.
Includes the filming of approximately 200 titles on 250 fiche (for up to 12
denominations) from bibliographies developed by Staff and ATLA librarians.

RAMSAYER-NORThERN BIBLE SOCIETY BIBLIOGRAPHY AVAILABLE

A full Bibliography of the Ramseyer—Northern Bible Society Museum Col
lection has now been completed by the Curator, Donald J. Pearce, and is
available from the Library of the University of Minnesota, Duluth. This
collection, containing some 1700 volumes (1460 titles) was originally col
lected and housed by the Northern Bible Society of Duluth, and was displayed
in the Bible House Museum. In 1979 it was bequeathed to the Library of the
University of Minnesota, Duluth, and has now been completely organized and
described.

The Collection consists of Bibles, or Bible—related works, in 391 lan
guages, and was intended by its originator, the Reverend Henry Ramseyer, to
illustrate the work of translation of the Scriptures, at first in relation
to the immigrants to the Upper Midwest, but later in tribute to all trans
lators of the Bible world—wide. The dates of material range from the 13th
century to the present. The Bibliography is available for $20.00 bound.

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REPORT FROM THE TASK FORCE ON PRIVACY CONCERNS

The Task Force on Privacy Concerns was created during the 1989 ATLA Con
ference at the Public Services Committee’s Section Meeting in response to a
request from the ATLA President of the preceding year, Channing Jeschke,
with a mission to look into issues concerning library users’ privacy rights
(ATLA Newsletter 37 (1989): 26).

At the time of the 1990 AmA Conference, Task Force member Evelyn Col—
lins had researched the literature and published a “Bibliography: Privacy and
Confidentiality in Reference Service” in the ATLA Newsletter 37 (1990): 94—97.

In regard to the education of ATLA members about privacy rights, the
Task Force recommended that the Program Committee incorporate a workshop on
privacy law into a future ATLA conference. The Task Force was aware of a
team of two workshop leaders who had conducted numerous workshops on vari
ous legal issues pertaining to libraries. The names were passed on to the
Program Committee.

Shortly after the Task Force was created, the American Library Associa
tion issued a package of materials concerning users’ privacy rights, which
was distributed to all the ALA libraries. After a careful e,camination, the
Task Force decided the guidelines were applicable to ATM libraries. There
fore, the Task Force recommended that the ATM libraries adopt these guide
lines in dealing with privacy rights issues. If you have misplaced your
copies of the materials, contact Shieu—yu Rwang, McAlister Library, Fuller
Theological Seminary, Pasadena, California 91182 for replacements.
