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BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETS IN EVANSTON

The Board of Directors of the American Theological Library Association
held its winter meeting at Garrett—Evangelical Theological Seminary and the
Holiday Inn in Evanston, Illinois, February 8—10, 1989. All members of the

In meetings on Wednesday evening, Thursday morning and afternoon, and
Friday morning, the Board:

— accepted the invitation of the Perkins School of Theology, Southern
Methodist University, in Dallas, Texas, to hold the 1992 annual conference
on their campus;

— received and discussed an interim report from the Task Force on Stra
tegic Planning;

— approved a recommendation from the Bibliographic Systems Committee
that the Editor of Current LC Subject Headings in the Field of Religion be
an ex officio member of that committee;

— approved a recommendation from the Financial Management Committee that
the firm of Weltman, Katz and Mikel be engaged as auditors for the 1988—89
financial records;

— directed the Executive Secretary to formulate a policy for the prepara
tion of a combined survey mailing to be used by the various Sections of the
Association, and to bring a recommendation to the June meeting of the Board;

— discussed ways of expanding the membership base of the Association by
recruiting among such groups as bibliographers and catalogers in religion
who are working outside theological institutions;

— reviewed possibilities of obtaining outside financial sponsors for
some of the annual conference activities;

ThEOLOGICAL CENTER BEGINS OPERATION IN PORTLAND

Under the auspices of the General Theological Center of Maine, a
40,000 volume theological lending library has moved to Portland from Boston.
Housed in the State Street Church, 159 State Street, the non—denominational
library is now open to the public. Jonathan Burns of Cape Elizabeth, Maine,
has been appointed director of the Center, which will be offering to the
general public a series of lectures and courses beginning later this month.
Burns has a Master of Divinity degree from the Earlham School of Religion
in Richmond, Indiana, a Master of Science degree from the Columbia Univer
sity School of Library Service, and is currently a candidate for the Ph.D.
degree in New Testament at Boston University.

The Center’s library, formerly known as the General Theological Library,
operated on Beacon Hill in Boston from 1860 to 1988, lending books, pri
marily through the mail, to more than a thousand members all over the coun
try. Suffering in recent years from the high overhead costs of operating in
Boston, the Library in 1988 accepted a proposal from a group in Maine,
headed by the Reverend Dr. John F. Woolverton of Trinity Episcopal Church
in Portland, to move its operations to its present location as part of the
newly formed General Theological Center of Maine. Dr. Woolverton is cur
rently president of the Center.

According to Burns, the Center will be “continuing the General Theologi
cal Library’s long and distinguished tradition of making the resources of a
first—rate theological library available by mail to members throughout the
United States. In addition, we are embarking on a new and exciting endeavor
to facilitate awareness, dialog and education in relation to religious,
ethical and spiritual concerns here in Maine through a series of lectures,
discussions and courses at the Center. Our Portland location provides
southern Maine with a unique new resource, giving individuals within com
muting distance of Portland walk—in access to the library and use of its
reference and periodical collections.”

The Center’s formal opening will be held on February 19 at 7:30 p.m.
A keynote lecture by Dr. Bernhard Anderson, Professor Emeritus of Old Testa
ment at Princeton Theological Seminary, entitled, “The Human Role in God’s
Creation,” will be followed by a reception and tours of the library.

WILLIAM E. ZINPFER TAKEN BY DEATH

William Edward Zimpfer, Librarian and Assistant Professor of Research
Methods at the Boston University School of Theology, died peacefully at
home on February 1, 1989. He was 62 years of age and had been suffering
from cancer for two years. He had attended the annual conferences of the
ATLA in both 1987 and 1988 despite on—going chemotherapy. Born and reared
in Columbus, Ohio, Bill attended Capital University there and received his
B.A. degree in 1946. He received the M.A. degree in Latin from the Univer
sity of Michigan in Ann Arbor in 1948 and went on to pursue doctoral studies
there in history. While preparing his dissertation on the Roman tax struc
ture in ancient Egypt, using the Chester Beatty Papyri, a fire destroyed
both his work and the papyri, thus putting an end to his doctoral program.
He taught mathematics and history at Capital University from 1946 to 1948,
and mathematics at St. Mary of the Springs College from 1949 to 1950, while
at the same time attending the Evangelical Lutheran Theological Seminary at
Capital University (now Trinity Lutheran Seminary). He received the B.D.
degree in 1950 and was at that time ordained to the ministry of the American
Lutheran Church. He served Lutheran churches in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania,
during the 1950’s and early 1960’s, but demitted the ministry in 1962 and
entered the Columbia University School of Library Service, from which he
received the M.S. degree in 1964. He was appointed Librarian of the Boston
University School of Theology in that year and remained in that position
until his death. He remained active in the church for all of his life and
was active in the American Theological Library Association and the Metho
dist Librarians Fellowship during all of his career as a theological li
brarian. He taught classes in spirituality, western Christian mysticism,
library research methods, and dissertation preparation. He met his last
class only ten days before his death.
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REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE SECRETARY

ATM is alive and well. Join us in Columbus for our annual conference.

I have received a sackful of mail complaining about the ATS statistical
form and urging that we not drop the ATM statistical survey and report.
The concern was grave enough for me to bring it to the attention of the
Board of Directors. It is the recommendation of the Board that we gather
the statistics as we have in the past for 1987—88. I know this will be a
nuisance for you and for me, but it is in the best interest of the Associa
tion. We still hope ATS can make its form more responsive to the data we
collect and need. Until it does, we will do our own even though we all recog
nize our end product is flawed. I should note that a large number of ATM
instituions that use our statistics are not members of ATS, an important
reality that must be dealt with. We are in conversation with ATS on this
matter. They are willing to keep refining their definitions in the light
of our concerns. It is clear to me now that we will have to continue to
print our statistics. The ATS Fact Book only deals with averages and would
not give us the institutional breakdowns that have made our reports so use
ful. Where we hope to eliminate duplication is in the statistical form it
self. It would need to be filled out only once and copies would be shared
between the ATS and ATLA offices. May I ask for prompt response when you
receive the form. The processing will scrunch our Spring!

CD—ROM products are growing apace. The market is beginning to bulge
with Bible and religion related products. I urge you to keep in mind the
ATM project to commit RIO and RIT to CD—ROM. The mastering and the search
program are being done by the H.W. Wilson Company. The product will not be
cheap, but very reasonable, all things considered. Watch for a spring
announcement.

The new ATLA Indexing and Preservation offices in Evanston, Illinois,
are working out very well. What a blessing to have staff and operations at
one location! Next year when we meet in Evanston, an effort will be made
to show of f our new location. It is my hope that at that time work done in
my office now will be transferred to that central location.

Our consultation program has worked well. Sometimes we go long periods
with no requests, and then at other times we have more than we can handle.
We already have the three consultations budgeted for this year paid or
encumbered.

When we mail out the ballots, we have been enclosing an addressed
envelope (not stamped) for return. When the ballots come in we do not open
those envelopes, leaving that for the tellers, a small assurance we have
not tampered with them. Last year a number of persons enclosed checks with
their ballots. Some of those checks I only discovered recently when I
opened the box that contained last year’s ballotts. There on the top were
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several envelopes with checks in them. May I ask that when you return your
ballots you not include any other business that requires our attention. I
regret the inconvenience caused those who must have wondered why their
checks were not returned by the bank.

The special workshop on Preservation Microfiche at the Library of Con
gress was truly stimulating and reflected well on the decisions made thus
far in our Preservation Program. The keen interest in and respect for our
project on the part of the Preservation Division of the National Endowment
for the Humanities is most encouraging. The continued support of NEll has
helped to keep our Preservation Program going.

Subject Index), contains indexing for a total of 2,864 books and 36,560
articles; the augmentation to the original indexing includes 1,253 books
and 16.023 articles.

John M. Cox, III, Head of Technical Services and Senior Cataloger at
the Burke Library of Union Theological Seminary, died in New York City on
December 15, 1q88. He was 38 years old. His death ended a long battle
with AIDS, which he fought bravely and with great dignity. Born and reared
in Winston—Salem, North Carolina, John earned the B.A. degree from Davidson
College in 1972, the N.Div. degree from Union Theological Seminary (New
York) in 1975, the M.Phil. degree from Columbia University in 1981, and the
M.S. degree from the Columbia University School of Library Service in 1984.
He joined the staff of the Burke Library while still a student at Union;
and since 1984 he had been in charge of technical services, spending much
of his time cataloging early printed books, his great love. A book fund
has been established in his memory at the Burke Library, and friends are
invited to make contributions to it. He is survived by his parents and
two sisters, all of North Carolina, and by a host of loving friends. A
service commemorating his life and work was held in James Chapel at Union
Seminary on February 1.

THEOLOGICAL LIBRARIANS HOLD WORKSHOP IN AUSTIN

A Theological Librarians’ Workshop was held in Austin, Texas, January

She continued providing invaluable assistance to catalogers for several
years beyond her retirement to raise a family. Many will also remember and
appreciate her excellent leadership as Chair of the Bibliographic Systems
Committee during the formative years of the section between 1981 and 1984.

Gerard Servais of the Promotion Biblique et Informatique in Maredsous,
Belgium, has submitted the following item with the request that it be pub
lished in the Bibliographic Systems Committee Report. We are glad to share
it with our colleagues in the Association:

“The Center “Informatique & Bible,” with offices at the Benedictine
Abbey of Naredsous, Belgium, has been using the computer in the past f if—
teen years to study the original Bible texts in their ancient and modern
versions (.11 complete versions — including the Revised Standard — are avail
able in its data base). Over the last five years the Center has been set
ting up a number of services for the libraries of religious sciences all
over Europe. For this purpose a catalog software was developed which oper
ates with a micro—computer (PRO—350 of Digital Equipment Corp., shortly
IBM—PC/PS).

In order to keep the librarians of religious sciences informed on the
state of research in their own field, the Center publishes a three—monthly
“Newsletter” in French under the title DEBORA—DOC. INFORHATIONS, which has
the following sections:

— Editorial
— Religious libraries

News about the European Association of Theology Libraries and the
ATM (through abstracting of the various bulletins), about the
religious libraries taken separately, etc.

— Automation of libraries, networks, documentary servers, data bases
— International manifestations
— Standards

An attempt is being made at reporting work on standardization in
bibliotheconomics, including the problem of coding and data
exchange.

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ST • MARY’ S SEMINARY AND UNIVERSITY LIBRARY RENOVATED

St. Mary’s Seminary and University, Baltimore, Maryland, recently com
pleted a total renovation of its library, the work having begun in Nay 1987.
Dedication ceremonies were held on October 19, 1988, with the Reverend
Theodore Hesburgh of the University of Notre Dame as the featured speaker.
The facility was named the Marion Burk Knott Library in honor of the wife
of its principal benefactor, Henry J. Knott of Baltimore. The new library
can now house 150,000 volumes without crowding and seat over 100 patrons
in comfort. The firm of Gaudreau, Inc. of Baltimore handled the architec
tural designs. Dr. Norman J. Kansfield, Director of Library Services, Am
brose Swasey Library, Colgate Rochester Divinity School, Rochester, New
York, was the consultant to the project. The library never closed during
the construction, for which its staff deserve tribute: Kathleen Tallent,
Reader Services Librarian; John T. Carey, Technical Services Librarian, and
Mary Otterbein, Administrative Assistant. David P. Siemsen is Director
Library Services.

BISHOP McCONNELL PAPERS GIVEN TO DREW

The Methodist Library at Drew University in Madison, New Jersey, re
cently received the personal papers and records of Bishop Francis John
McConnell. The papers are a gift from Dorothy McConnell, the Bishop’s
daughter. Bishop McConnell was during the first half of this century one
of the leading figures in American and world Methodistm. He was signifi
cant in the ecumenical movement, in liberal Christianity, and in the social
gospel movement; was president of the Methodist Federation for Social Ser
vices; and was an early president of the Federal Council of Churches, later
to become the National Council of Churches.

CONTROL OF SAN ANTONIO SEMINARY CHANGES

Ownership and control of the Hispanic Baptist Theological Seminary in
San Antonio, Texas, was transferred from Southwestern Baptist Theological
Seminary to the Baptist General Convention of Texas effective January 1,
1989. The mission of the institution — to provide religious education in
Spanish at the certificate/diploma level — will continue. The associate
program and the graduate extension program will continue to be provided on
campus under supervision of Southwestern Seminary. This institution cele
brated its 40th anniversary a year ago. It was a part of Southwestern Bap
tist Theological Seminary for six and a half years but before that had been
under the control of the Saptist General Convention of Texas. James 0.
Wallace is the Library Director.
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REPORT FROM ATM LIAISON TO CC:DA

ALA’s Committee on Cataloging: Description and Access (CC:DA) met in
Washington, D.C., January 7—9, 1989, in four sessions, with Joyce L. Farris
in attendance as Liaison from ATLA.

Report on IFLA Conference, Sydhey, Australia, 1988 (International
Federation of Library Associations and Institutions). Coimuents on the
ISBD’s for Computer Files (CF) and Printed Music (PM) are being reviewed.
Comments on the ISBD for Rare Books (A) were due December 31, 1988. Pub
lication of these standards is expected in 1989. Review of the ISBD(G)
will begin in 1989. Guidelines for the application of the ISBDs to the
description of component parts (ISBN 0—904043—50—5) is now available from
the IFLA UBCIM Programne (do British Library Services, 2 Sheraton Street,
London W1V 4BH, United Kingdom). Publication of the UNIMARC Authority
Format is expected in Summer 1989.

Recommendations from CCtDA to IFLA. CC:DA approved an ALA proposal
to [PtA that ISBD drafts should instruct that when a publication has no
title proper and comprises two or more works, the GMD should be placed
“after the first title.”

Report from Ben Tucker, Representative from LC (Library of Congress).
The new edition of IC rule interpretations (RI), revised to agree with the
1988 text of AACR2 Revised, is expected to be distributed at LC no later
than March 1, 1989. CSB 44 (April—May) will gather all the RI’s which have
only the rule number changed. RI’s which contain other changes will appear
in CSB 45. An LC RI on Chapter 9 will be prepared as soon as IC gets enough
different kinds of materials to make problem surface.

In order to simplify its cataloging process, LC will take the following
actions; a) Cease counting the pages of unpaged books and use “1 v. (un
paged)” instead; they shall continue to count pages for children’s books
and for rare books. b) Cease indicating particular types of illustrations
in most cases, resulting in the more or less routine use of “ill.” instead.
c) Cease giving the several types of notes for bibliographic citations,
substituting for all the single note “Includes bibliographical references.”

Recommendations from CC:DA to JSC (Joint Steering Committee for the
Revision of AACR).

l.lCl; That, because “activity cards” are not considered a multimedia
item, the mention of”activity cards” be removed from 1.1C1 footnote 2.4,
and from the glossary definition of “multimedia.”

l.4C3, l.4C6; That l.4C3 be modified to call for the use of the lan
guage of the chief source of information, rather than English, in recording
the place of publication, distribution, etc., with examples revised to
illustrate the point clearly.

l.6G, l.6H3: That parallel numbering should be placed after the in
formation it describes, and that the ISSN should be placed after the title
portion of the series, rather than after the parallel title.

22.482; That the definition of “surname” be moved to the glossary.
22.l6A3: That JSC ask people who have royal persons in their govern

ment to prepare a draft rule for entry of consorts with similar names.
24.27C3; That the reference to Chapter 23, requiring qualification

of a diocese by place, be deleted. It was also noted in the examples that
the Dioceses of Uppsala and Ely are not Roman Catholic.
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Task Force on Creeds, Final Report. The following final report of the
Task Force on Creeds was accepted and will be forwarded to the JSC.

“Background: A small number of major creeds such as the Apostles’
Creed or the Nicene Creed are accepted by two or more denominations. AACR2
says that if an edition of a creed is issued by a denomination, the edition
is to be entered under that denomination. If the edition is published by
some other sort of organization, it is to be entered under the originating
corporate body, and if that body can not be determined, it is to be entered
under title. Although this practice pulls together creeds recognized by a
particular church, it splits printings of identical creeds, entering some
printings under title or originating body, and other printings under the
various issuing agencies.

“Recommendation: The Task Force recommends entering such creeds under
uniform title, which was the practice prior to A.ACR2 and which has generally
been continued by theological libraries. We further recommend using English
language uniform titles for those creeds which have well—established English
names. Our suggested wording for these two rules is below.

“21.38. Enter a theological creed, confession of faith, etc., accepted
by more than one denominational body under title. Use a uniform title as
instructed in [new rule] 25.XX. Make an added entry under the heading for
the denominational body with which the edition being cataloged is associated.
Make an added entry under the heading for the corporate body originally re
sponsible for the work if its name appears in the chief source of informa
tion of the item being cataloged.

“25.XX. Use as the uniform title for a theological creed, confession
of faith, etc., accepted by more than one denominational body a well—estab
lished English title if there is one. Otherwise, use a title in the orig
inal language.”

CC:DA task forces approved. CC:DA moved to establish three task
forces: 1) To consider issues related to the use of abbreviations in the
addition of larger places to place names (23.4B, 23.4Cl, 23.401). Ben
Tucker will prepare a statement about the impact on 24.4C4 and 24.4C5 of
revisions in Chapter 23. 2) To look at the rules for entry for items with
out a collective title, with a view toward achieving consistency across
chapters and evaluating the factor of predominance of type of material.
3) To look at the definition of “producer” with a view toward harmonization
for all chapters.

Cooperation with SAC (RTSD’s Subject Authority Control Committee). At
the request of SAC, CC:DA agreed to have one of its members join that com
mittee to look at the discrepancies occurring in the LC Authority File be
cause of the current LC practice of removing references from subjects in
the 130’s and the resulting loss of cross—reference structure. CC:DA also
agreed to co—sponsor with SAC a two—hour program for the 1990 annual ALA
conference. It is planned that the program will deal with such questions
as, Is there a need for a subject cataloging code? How do you form a code
or subject thesaurus? Is there a parallel for developing a subject code
based on how AACR2 was developed?

Joint Meeting with MAR31 (Committee on Representation in Machine—
Readable Form of Bibliographic Information). MABEl has named a Multiple
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Versions Committee to look at different areas where it is perceived that
multiple versions are a problem and to draft an interim policy for consid
eration in collective meetings of various committees. CC:DA joined a ses
sion of MABEl to discuss the linking of multiple bibliographic records
representing different versions of the same work.

In their discussion paper, MABEl had proposed this definition of “ver
sion:” “An additional manifestation of a work which does not differ in
content from the original but differs only in the physical medium in which
it is embodied.”

Some of the associated problems which were identified are:
— definining “version.” CC:OA expects to have significant input into

the formulation of this definition.
— identifying a “focal” record to which other records would be linked
— differing needs of different libraries relative to identical items
— implications for preservation filming
— resolving the problem for the local system as opposed to a network
— difficulty in breaking a link forged by miskeying
— suppressing display of unwanted records (i.e., screen clutter)
— including local system identification with the link
— defining the relationship of the description to the holdings format
— difficulty in finding a single solution which will satisfy serials

as well as all the other formats
— defining descriptive issues related to the multiple versions
— dealing adequately with the matter of “identical intellectual

content,” which is currently geared toward print materials
— consideration of uniform titles as a means to organize these

materials.
At the end of the afternoon there was general agreement that full level

records, not minimal level records, should always be used so that no changes
need to be made to MARC or local records. There will be further communica
tion between MA.RBI and CC:DA as the work of their task force continued.

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GRADUATE ThEOLOGICAL UNION LIBRARY RECEIVES $300,000 GRANT

The Graduate Theological Union in Berkeley, California, is pleased to
announce the award of a $300,000 grant from the William and Flora Hewlett
Foundation, in general support of the automation of its Flora Lamson Hewlett
Library. The first priority for the use of these funds is the retrospective
conversion of catalog records. The work will be done in house directly on
RLIN with staff from Advanced Information Management of Mountain View. The
first undertaking will be to convert the balance of the high—use IC classi
fied collection. After IC, the Dewey and Union collections will be con
verted, with reclassification as a by—product. The latter collections will
first be searched on the new IC database to eliminate unneeded duplicates.
Integration of the nine GTU member schools? original collections will occur
naturally as a part of the retrospective conversion project. Approximately
62,000 records will be converted in the first year of the three—year project.
Additional funds are being sought for completion of retrospective conversion
and for hardware and software for an online public access catalog and circu
lation system.

Founded in 1962, the Graduate Theological Union is the largest ecumeni
cal consortium for the graduate study of religion and theology in the United
States. The GTU encompasses six Protestant and three Roman Catholic member
schools; twelve centers, institutes, and programs are affiliated members of
the Union, including the Center for Jewish Studies and the Institute of
Buddhist Studies.

As an accredited graduate school, the GTU offers the Ph.D., Th.D.
(Doctor of Theology), and M.A. degrees. It has the second largest number of
doctoral candidates enrolled in theology and religion in North America. The
nine member schools of the CTU offer professional degree programs (in par
ticular, the Master of Divinity or M.Div.), preparing clergy to serve
throughout the United States.

The recently completed Flora Lamson Hewlett Library demonstrates the
GTU’s commitment to interreligious cooperation. The library brings together
the bibliographic resources of the nine member schools of the GTU, housing
over 355,000 volumes and nearly 200,000 microforms, slides, LP’s, films,
and tapes. John D. Baker—Batsel is the Director of the Library.

MINNESOTA CONSORTIUM INSTALLS INTELLIGENT CATALOG

The Minnesota Theological Library Association has chosen the Intelli
gent Catalog from the Library Corporation as its new public access catalog.
The Intelligent Catalog, utilizing CD—ROM technology, offers keyword search
ing, shelflist browse and multiple search delimiters, among a host of other
features. The catalogs are based on stand—alone PC workstations, complete
with printers and CD—ROM drives, all in a modular, locking cabinet. In
stallation is expected in February.

The MTLA is a consortium of ATLA schools in the Minneapolis—St. Paul
area which have shared a union microform catalog since 1976. It currently
uses Library Corporation’s Bibliofile cataloging utility to process cen
trally all consortium cataloging.

MTLA members include Bethel Theological Seminary, Luther Northwestern
Theological Seminary, St. Paul Seminary School of Divinity of the College
of St. Thomas, and United Theological Seminary of the Twin Cities. In addi
tion, the collections of Bethel’s auxiliary seminary in San Diego, Califor
nia, and the Midwest China Center in St. Paul are represented in the catalog.
Although the consortium’s final member, St. John’s University in College—
ville, Minnesota, is not currently included in the catalog, plans are under
way to incorporate most of that collection in the new catalog as well.

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PUBLIC SERVICES COMMITTEE REPORT

At a plenary session of the ATLA in Lexington, Kentucky, last June,
the Reader Services Committee and Section were renamed the Public Services
Committee and Section, and this change was incorporated into the Bylaws of
the Association. Presumably, the new name will more suitably and accur
ately convey the scope of the section’s interests.

All Committee members were present at the conference: Judy Clarence;
William Hair III; Diane Choquette, Board of Directors Liaison; and Norman
Anderson, Chair.

At the noon Committee meeting on Tuesday, June 21, several decisions
were reached:

1. The ATM Special Collections Directory was discussed. The Board
of Directors had earlier decided not to fund the Directory. Diane Choquette
reported the Board’s concerns about time—consuming detail and duplication
of other resources. The Committee decided that since Ralph Ritter was will
ing to carry on the work under Norman Anderson’s editorial eye, the Directory
would be put in a final form for a first edition, to be distributed on de
mand and at cost in both disk (IBM) and paper format. Mr. Ritter, who was
present for this part of the meeting, indicated that he would check the in
formation already received against the latest edition of Lee Ash’s Subject
Collections. He would then make cross—references and notereporting librar
ies not in Ash. Committee members asked to have an opportunity for input
on the final form of the Directory. For the time being, Mr. Ritter will
continue to keep the Directory database open—ended, with the view of some
day producing another edition or merging with another ATM directory or
database. As of the Conference, 49 of 176 libraries had submitted entries,
and about 16 others had responded with negative answers. (Remaining li
braries are still encouraged to respond, even if with only sketchy infor
mation or directions to consult another source. The information is to be
sent to Ralph Ritter at Biblical Theological Seminary, 200 North Main
Street, Hatfield, Pennsylvania 19440.)

2. Judy Clarence will edit a column in the ATLA Newsletter on theo
logical reference questions, both interesting questions with answers and
difficult ones seeking answers. Reviews might also be included. (This
was subsequently begun. See her column entitled “Reference Book Reviews
and Interesting Reference Questions from the Public Services Committee,”
ATM Newsletter, v. 36, no. 1, August 13, 1988.) Other ideas for publi
cation in the Newsletter include a summary of past discussion on the future
of public services in theological libraries (in part supplementary to the
Project 2000 report), much of which has been deposited in the ATM ar
chives, and a document entitled “The nature and aims of the Reader [now
Public] Services Section” (included at the end of this report). Special
appreciation of Seth Kasten’s regular survey of theological reference books
in the ATLA Newsletter was expressed (last published in the February 1988
issue).

3. Ideas for a continuing education course or workshop at the 1989
conference were discussed. The Committee decided to recommend a focus on
circulation management. Specific topies suggested include: new develop
ments in theological education (such as greater emphases on extension edu
cation) and their effects on circulation policy; security systems; online
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circulation systems; circulation and theological library ministry to the
church; and library collection agencies. As for the Public Services Sec
tion meeting, demonstration of bibliographic software was suggested as a
possibility. (Subsequently Ray Olson volunteered to conduct a presenta
tion of Pro—Cite.) Mr. Anderson was asked to communicate these ideas to
the ATM Program Committee, which was done on June 29.

4. Seth Kasten, at the Committee’s invitation, reported difficulties
he had discovered with the ATM Religion Index. For instance, the published
thesaurus is incomplete and does not include superseded descriptors which
are still on the database; searching by biblical passage online is clumsy
(a Scripture index is needed); and dropping abstracts has had a negative
effect on keyword searching. He suggested more communication between the
Committee and the Index Board. One of the Index Board members was leter
informed orally about some of the problems.

5. Committee members agreed that increased mutual communication and
prodding might be necessary for some ideas to be carried through, in order
to help offset the press of work at home.

A Section meeting was held in the afternoon of June 21. Two presenta
tions were given. The first was introduced by Betty O’Brien on behalf of
the Publication Committee. Ken Bedell demonstrated that Committee’s Basic
Bibliography Series, which will be on computer disk and distributable in
that format to ATLA libraries. People interested in compiling bibliog
raphies for the series were encouraged to be in touch with the Publication
Committee. The second presentation was made by Robert Phillips and was en
titled, “Bibliographic Instruction and Theological Education: What are
They Saying about Bilbiographic Instruction that has Significance for Theo
logical Education?” Mr. Phillips surveyed the literature, especially not
ing the ATLA’s Summary of Proceedings, and identified general issues. The
text of his paper was subsequently printed in the Summary of Proceedings
for 1988 (see pages 178—192).

On the evening of June 21, the Committee met with the Board liaisons,
the Editor of the ATLA Newsletter, and the other standing committees (Bib
liographic Systems and Collection Evaluation and Development) at the Plum—
tree Restaurant in Lexington for information sharing. Two issues discussed
there that may affect the Public Services Section were (1) the possibility
of a change in format for section meetings to small groups, and (2) the
merging of directories. This meeting filled two important needs sensed by
many of those present, namely, awareness of expectations and development
of mutual awareness.

At the moment, the biggest need of the Public Services Section is for
volunteer writers and section meeting presenters. The Committee will be
attempting to recruit a corps of writers to contribute to its columns in
the ATM Newsletter.

The fourth and final draft of the Nature and Aims of the Public
Services Section follows:
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THE NATURE AND AIMS OF THE PUBLIC SERVICES SECTION (PSs)
OF THE AMERICAN THEOLOGICAL LIBRARY ASSOCIATION (AmA):

AN OFFICIAL STATEMENT

Fourth and final draft, January 11, 1989

1. The ATM P55 understands itself to be concerned primarily with:
(a) the professional services offered by theological libraries in refer
ence, research assistance, bibliographic instruction, reference collection
development, and related activities, such as database searching, the com
pilation of resource guides, and engagement in theological research and
dialog as a service to readers; (b) the professional services involved in
circulation and interlibrary loan; and (c) research into and analysis of
theological public services, developments affecting those services, and
adjustments that should or may take place.

2. The first aim of the ATLA P55 is to coordinate or itself undertake
projects that are more appropriate at the continental than at the local
or consortial levels.

3. The second aim is to prepare its members for the future by means of
continuing education, workshops, lectures, dialog, itemization and discus
sion of developments, etc.

4. The third aim is to foster a support and communication network for
its members.

5. The fourth aim is to be a channel and clearinghouse of creativity
for its members.

6. The fifth aim is to exert influence in its special areas of concern.
7. The sixth aim is to reflect continually on its own role and priori

ties as a section and on the role of theological public services generally —

as a means of enhancing professionalism and the leadership role of the PSS,
as a means of self—critique, as a means of interacting with developments
that may affect roles, as a means of preparing the P55 for the future, as a
means of laying the groundwork for appropriate activities, and as a means
of setting priorities.

8. All of these aims are limited to the central concerns of theological
public services as delineated above, in most cases with the readers being a
primary beneficiary.

9. The ATM PSS belongs to and should intereact with several worlds:
the ATLA itself, the worlds of librarianship and information science, the
many worlds of theological education and scholarship, and the church. Nor
mally the PSS should interact solely according to its distinctive concerns;
but its participation in these worlds will at times quite properly go beyond
those concerns, particularly when the P55 is well positioned to make a spe
cial contribution, when several groups need to band together to bridge
chasms in the system, or when the PSS must act responsibly as a citizen of
any given world.

COURSE IN HEBRAICA AND JUDAICA CATALOGING TO BE OFFERED
