Welcome of new Executive
Director

The Board officially welcomed Brenda
Bailey-Hainer, the new Executive
Director. Numerous agenda items

provided opportunity for the Board and

ED to discuss current ATLA business
relationships, board priorities, and
future directions for the association.

Member Services Direct
Inspection Team

Three members of the Board meet
with the staff of the Member Services
Department to evaluate its work.
The Department provided a twenty-
five page written report organized
around the eight criteria for Direct
Inspections of Membership listed in
the Board Policy Manual (Section II,
F). A ninth criterion, “Infrastructure”
was added to include the personnel

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From the President

Monitoring Performance
One of the main roles for the
Board of Directors is to monitor the
performance of the Association. At
the January Board meeting, 11 of
us gathered to tackle an ambitious
agenda in collaboration with the new
Executive Director, Brenda Bailey-
Hainer. Our intrepid secretary, Carrie
Hackney, has provided a summary
of the meeting, and the full minutes
will be made available as well.

One agenda item was the annual visit with our auditors.
The Board engages an external auditor to review ATLA’s
financial statements, monitor controls, and advise us

of compliance concerns. While an audit does not assure
financial health, it does provide objective insight into the
accuracy of our financial records, and thus allow us to have
confidence in the analysis contained therein.

A second agenda item was the triennial direct inspection of
Member Services. This inspection is an opportunity to look
closely at the work of the Member Services department,
consider the efforts and programs underway, and use
results, such as membership satisfaction, to measure

the degree of success of the association in pursuing our
organizational goals.

In both of these examples of monitoring, the board was
able to consider an aspect of ATLA’s work and how it
impacts the total performance of ATLA. These discussions
of recent past activities are essential to support our
primary function: envisioning and guiding ATLA’s future.

From the Executive Director

E-books, E-books Everywhere
Libraries have been monitoring the
development of e-books since the
late 1990s when NetLibrary, then an
independent for-profit company, began
providing content. The rate of e-book
adoption has been steadily accelerating in
the last few years and usage has finally
reached a tipping point. Amazon recently
announced that e-book sales surpassed
those of paperback sales.

While the Amazon statistics primarily

reflect trends in the consumer market,
many of those same consumers are also the faculty,
students, and ministers that we serve. In ATLA’s 2010
Member Survey, institutional member representatives
were asked about patterns of usage of various types of
materials in their libraries. Of the 117 who responded to
the question, 56.4% reported that usage of e-books had
increased in the last five years.

There is additional evidence elsewhere of the increasing
interest in e-books among scholars. The Chronicle

of Higher Education has reported on a flurry of new
e-book platforms for scholarly publishing just or soon
to be released. Among them are offerings from Oxford
University Press, JSTOR, Project MUSE, and a newly
formed group called the University Press E-Book
Consortium as well as Cambridge University Press.

Clearly, the upward trend in e-book usage, along

with an increase in the available e-book platforms for
scholarly publications, will have long-term ramifications
for ATLA member libraries. It will touch everything from
decisions about how e-books fit into acquisition budgets
and resource-sharing agreements to rethinking legacy
circulation systems designed around managing physical
items.

While ATLA does not have easy answers to any of these
e-book conundrums, Member Services has responded to
this growing interest by working with our partner, SCELC,
to offer our members access to ebook collections on
Philosophy and Religion (

).

What's happening with e-books at your institution? I'll be
available to chat with our members during the “Meet the
Executive Director” webinars being held over the next
several weeks (see above). I hope you'll join me online
and let me know about your experience with e-books,
along with other trends that have an impact on your
library.

and finances of the Department in the report. Because the timing

of the Inspection coincided with the new Executive Director’s first
month of employment, the team felt that the gathering and analysis
of information provided a valuable opportunity for the ED to become
familiar with the Department. The Board’s discussion of the report
included the sustainability of the department; the navigation and
improvement of the new website; future publishing prospects for
the Proceedings and the possibility of introducing more technology
into the Annual Conference. Member Services has added many new
programs and benefits. The Board was impressed with the report.

Member Services/Annual Conference Report

Barbara Kemmis and Denise McFarlin presented a proposal to hold
the ATLA 2014 Annual Conference in New Orleans, Louisiana on June
18-21, 2014. The Conference will be hosted by the New Orleans
Baptist Theological Seminary (NOBTS). The Board unanimously
approved the proposal.

Financial Session

On Friday morning Marie Jacobsen, ATLA Financial Director,
presented, with the help of PowerPoint slides, an explanation of
changes in the FY 2011 financial statements. Starting in FY 2011
revenue will be recognized using the Generally Accepted Accounting
Principles (GAAP) matching principle. Implementation of the
matching principle will clarify exactly when revenue and expenses are
incurred. Future financial statements will reflect this change through
deferred revenue for both membership and product income and will
facilitate better analysis of our financial position.

Burke Theological Library Receives Luce Foundation
Award

The Henry Luce Foundation awarded $295,000 to The Burke
Theological Library at Columbia University for the processing of the
Missionary Research Library Archives and the William Adams Brown
Ecumenical Archives. “This generous grant will provide for the full
processing and preservation of these historic archival collections

to the highest professional standards for scholarship, theological
education, and service to communities around the world,” said John
Weaver, director of The Burke Library.

The Missionary Research Library (MRL) Archives contain over 160
unique collections from missionaries and missionary organizations
from six continents in the late nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries, with special strength in early twentieth century China,
Japan, and Korea. The William Adams Brown (WAB) Ecumenical
Archives contain over thirty archival collections initiated in 1945 at
Union Theological Seminary as a source for the documentation and
study of modern ecumenism. ATLA congratulates John Weaver and
the Burke Library on their award, which will span three years.
