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Board of Directors Meet in Chicago

The Board of Directors met January 7-9 in Chicago to
discuss the following items on their agenda.

The Board reviewed the January quarterly report of ATLA
Executive Director Brenda Bailey-Hainer. During the past
year, the Executive Director has been providing quarterly
reports on progress made in advancing the Association’s
Organizational Ends and avoiding violations of the
Executive Limitations. This new reporting format facilitates
the Board’s monitoring of the Executive Director’s work.

To provide greater clarity, minor wording changes were
adopted for four of the Association’s Organizational Ends.
The Organizational Ends are on the ATLA website: https://
www.atla.com/about/who/Pages/MissionStatement.aspx.
The Ends guide the ATLA staff in developing programs
and products for the Association.

The Board seeks to represent the views of the members
as it continues to refine the Association’s Organizational
Ends. ATLA members are invited to discuss priorities for the
Association’s future at the Annual Conference luncheon.
Members are encouraged to register for the Conference
luncheon and to take other opportunities to communicate
with Board members.

Director of Member Programs Miguel Figueroa presented
historic and current perspectives on membership dues. While
no changes were made, the Board and the staff continue to
consider options for increasing Association revenue.

Changes to ATLANTIS

In February an e-mail was sent to ATLANTIS
subscribers informing them of recent changes to ATLA-
hosted Lyris discussion lists, including ATLANTIS.
ATLA has had to limit public access to the Lyris list
manager web portal.

This will not significantly change the day-to-day
functions of ATLANTIS or other ATLA-hosted
discussion lists. Members will continue to be able to
post and receive messages and submit list commands
(unsubscribe, etc.) via e-mail.

This will, however, restrict access to the archives of
ATLANTIS and other ATLA-hosted Lyris discussion
lists. Unfortunately, we can no longer provide public
access to the Lyris list manager web portal where the
archives are housed.

Lyris has informed ATLA that they will not be making
necessary security upgrades to their software. As
ATLA seeks to maintain a high level of security on our
servers, we have had to limit public access to the Lyris
software hosted by ATLA.

This change will also affect any list administrators
for ATLA-hosted discussion lists. ATLA will be
contacting list administrators individually with additional
information and instructions.

We apologize for this inconvenience. As you may need
to search the Lyris archives for specific information,
please feel free to contact ATLA staff at memberrep@
atla.com. We will respond as soon as we are able.
We are exploring alternatives and hope to have a
proposed solution soon.

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From the Executive Director
Measuring Impact

All scholars may ask themselves at one time or another: what impact will my research have on
the field? In the past, citation analysis often served as the primary method to track impact, but
that is rapidly changing.

Technology has affected not just research methodologies but also created new opportunities for
communication and collaboration between researchers. Whether they are actively collaborating
with a colleague, tracking the thread of a debate in an online community, citing a paper, or posting
their support for a theory on a blog, researchers leave a kind of “digital exhaust” of click trails.
Analyzing these click trails and using them as a measure of research impact has come to be
known as “altmetrics.”

A more formal definition for altmetrics is “the creation and study of new metrics based on the Social
Web for analyzing and informing scholarship.” Some of the areas that may be tracked are usage
(e.g., downloads, views, ILL); captures (e.g., Favorites, bookmarks, groups); mentions (e.g., blog posts, reviews, Wikipedia
articles); social media (e.g., Tweets, shares); and citations (e.g., Scopus, Google Scholar, patents). Uses, captures, mentions,
social media, and citations together all show a more complete picture of an author’s impact.

Anumber of applications have been developed to track altmetrics, including ImpactStory, and consulting firms that specialize
in this area have sprung up, such as Plum Analytics. Judy Luther’s Scholarly Kitchen blog post from last summer provides
a good overview of altmetrics and additional information.

Altmetrics opens up several opportunities for librarians. They might assist faculty in understanding how research could be
better disseminated, use altmetrics as a factor in collection development and content selection, or illustrate the value of an
institutional repository.

The development of altmetrics has been predominantly in the sciences. However, the social sciences and humanities
disciplines will not be far behind, including the faculty and researchers that theological librarians serve.
