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BOARD OF DIRECTGRS MEETS IN TORONTO

The Board of Directors of the American Theological Library Asso-
ciation held its winter meeting January 6-8, 1982, at the Center for
Christian Henewal in Toronto, Ontario. R. Grant Bracewell, Library
Coordinator for the Toronto School of Theology,was host to the group.
Those in attendance were Jerry D. Campbell, President; Robert Dvorak,
Vice~president; Albert E, Hurd, Executive Secretary; Robert A. Olsen,
Jr., Treasurer; Class A Members-at-Large, James Dunkly, Roberta
Hamburger, Harriet V., leonard, Dorothy Parks, Steohen L. Peterson, and
Richard D. Spoor; Simeon Daly, Past President; R. Grant Bracewell,
Representative of the Index Board; Charles Willard, Representative of
the Board of Microtext; Donn Michael Farris, Editor of the Newsletter;
and Joyce L. Farris, Recording Secretary. Scheduled to be present but
unable to attend were John D. Baker-Batsel, Representative to Founda-
tions, and David Schuller, Representative of the Assogiation of Theo-
logical Schools in the United States and Canadaz, who had conflicting
engagements.

In a series of meetings which began on Wednesday afternoon and
ended at noon on Friday, the Board:

~ adopted a job description for the position of Executive Secre-
tary;

- authorized President Campbell to appoint a Board committee to
prepare recommendations on the management of the Association's liquid
assets, the establisiment of endowment funds for the Association, and
the management of unrestricted gifts to the Association;

- received President Campbell's report that the 1981 Proceedings
should be ready for distribution by mid-spring;

- approved the leasing of office space from the Index Board in
Chicago for the use of the Executive Secretary;

- authorized President Campbell to convene a meeting of the
Advisory Committee for the Preservation Program for Monographs prior
to the annual ATLA conference in June;

- directed the Executive Secretary to prepare for submission to
the Association membership at its next conference amended texts of
sections 12.3.2 and 13.3.2 of the By-Laws which will bring them into
conformity with section 7.3.2;

- affirmed the recommendation of the Fask Force '81 Report that
substantial continuing education elements be included in the programs
of the anmal conferences;

-~ received with regret Mr., Bracewell's announcement of the resig-
nation of Fay Dickerson as Editor of the ATLA Indexes;

-~ voted that the commitiee structure of the Associastion be
reorganized in the following manner:

- that there be six standing committees, being the Pro-
gram Committee, the Nominating Committee, the Publication
Committee, the Bibliographic Systems Committee, the Collec-
tion Evaluation and Development Committee, and the Reader
Services Committee;

- that the standing committees consist of three members
appointed by the Board of Directors with a three-year term
as provided by the Constitution, each Committee to choose
its owun chair;

- that the Committees on Annual Conféerences, Library
Materials Exchange, and Membership be dissolved;

- declded that the Board will meet in plenary session with the
chairs of the standing committees, excluding those committees which
have been dissolved, and including all three members of the Program
Committee, this meeting to take place on the Monday before the anmual
conference convenes; .

- received a report from Vice-president Dvorak on the first meet-
ing of the Program Committee and then engaged in a lengthy discussion
of the responsibilities of the Committee, its relation to the standing
committees, and the relationship of the Program Committee and the
standing committees to the Board of Directors;

~ approved a tentative budget for the 1982/1983 fiscal year;

- directed the Chair of the Bibliographic Systems Committee to
investigate the possibility of ATLA membership in the Library of
Congress Cooperstive Name Authority Project; and

- heard a comprehensive statement from Mr. Peterson on the ATS-
ATLA Theological Library Project 2000 in which he reported on a meet-
ing of the Advisory Committee for the Project, outlining the concerns
of that Committee, the focuses of the Project, and a tentative
methodology.
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A LETTER FROM PRESIDENT CAMPBELL

Dear Colleagues:

During the initial year of Father Simeon Daly's double term as
President of the ATLA (1979-1980), he and the Board of Directors be-
came aware that the Assoclation wss increasingly beleaguered by a num-
ber of interrelated problems. Simply stated, these problems were: an
ever-expanding agenda, deficit budgeting, programming that lacked co-
ordination and continuity from year to year, and transitory leadership.
Almost ironically, President Daly, because of his unexvected but neces-
sary two-year term in office, had an unusuwal opportunity to lead us in
solving these problems, After a year and & helf of his gentle but
strong guidsnce, the Board of Directors had defined the problems con-
fronting the ATLA clearly enough that it could direct him to appoint a
task force to seek solutions. That task force became Task Force '81,
whose report was presented to the Association at the June 1981 Annual
Conference in St. Louis.

The report of Task Force '8l was positively received both by the
Board of Directors snd by the general membership of the Association.
Judged by that reception and by its content, it was a creative report
that responsibly sought to maintain certsin aspects of the Assocla-
tion's existing structure and to replace cthers. The report thus be-
came the genesis of much subsequent deliberstion and serious decision-
making.

At its final meeting at the St. Louis conference and tlroughout
the winter meeting in Toronto, the Board of Directors labored to re-
fine the Associstion's internal structure with the substance of the
Task Force '81 Report as its guide. These were exciting though rigor-
ous sessions, The Board was always conscious that its decisions held
the day to the future vitality of the ATLA. Consequently, the actions
eventually taken by the Board at the Toronto meeting were well-con-
sidered and carefully designed. I can also report to you that they
were adopted with enthusiasm, Those actions are reported in this
Newsletter. .

It 1s the Board's intention thst such action bring much of the
vision behind the Task Force '81 Report into reslity. Among the major
features of this vision are a revised role for the Association's
Executive Secretary, a new process for developing orograms for the
ammual meetings, and » reinvigorated role for standing committees.

On the basis of a new job description, the Executive Secretary of the
ATIA will become, so-to-speak, the prime-mover for the Association.
On the one hand, the Executive Secretary will facilitate the internal
operations of the Association. This cherge carries a diverse range
of responsibilities including operations currently conducted by three
standing committees {(to be dissolved in June 1987), This aspect of
executive secretarial responsibilities will enhance ccordination and
consistency in the routine, on-going life of the ATLA. On the other
hand, the Executive Secretary will represent the Association to the
world at large. In this capacity the Executive Secretary will be

representative, fund-raiser, and public relations officer for the
Association., The five-year appointment will provide sufficlent time
for the Fxecutive Secretary to develop visibility and credibility in
behalf of the ATLA - gsomething a single-term president has not been
able to achieve.

Subsequent to June 1982, the annual program will no longer be
the responsibllity of the vice-=president and host but will be given
over to a newly created Program Committee (an action of the Board in
June 1981). This committee will be charged with projecting program
ideas five years in advance. They will likewise be asked to achieve
a balance in progrsm topics and to develop an accredited continuing
education program for annual meetings, The Board anticipates that
this process will lead to a diversity and excellence in programming
not previously possible.

The standing committees will be slightly adjusted to reflect
mejor areas of on=going significance to the Associstion. The Board
hopes that these areas will truly represent matters of concern to all
members of the Association and that members will develop more active
interests in the work of the committees. To encourage this, the Board
will recommend that committees choose their own chairs and that they
seek ways to stimulate member interest and evoke member participation.
The committees with specitiec subject area responsibilities will also
be urged to function in close cooperation with the Program Committee,
gerving as resource pools for generating and evaluating future
program ldeas. .

While this perlod of transition ushers in several new elements
for our Association, it also enchors it in much that remains secure
and unchanged. The By-Laws, for instence, are unaffected by any of
the new provisions, and the elective process for choosing presiding
officers and Board members will continue. Thus, provisions for repre-
sentation and accountebility remain strong. In addition, the concept
of an annual meeting that combines the best of learning, recreation,
and collegiality continues bo endure. These elements of proven dura-
bility give the Board confidence that the Association's stability
will hold steadfastly through this restructuring process.

In order that you have sufficient opportunity to understand and
question the changes taking place, a time for such will be provided
at the Toronto conference. I urge you to make plans to attend that
session. I personally am convinced that Simeon, Task Force '81, and
the Board of Directors have acted wisely and expeditiously in behalf
of the Associstion and that the problems noted above would have grown
increasingly worse if such action had not been taken. Thus, I hope
that you will not only support these changes but that you will also
share my genuine enthusiasm for the new potential they bring to the
health and vitality of the ATLA.

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DVORAK SUMMARIZES 1982 ATLA CONFERENCE PROGRAM

Arrangements for the 1982 ATLA Conference, June 21-25, are in the
final planning stages at this time. The Toronto Conference will mark
the last in the series of programs arranged by the Association's Vice-
president and ad hoc committees. Beginning in 1983 responsibility for
program design and content will shift to the recently appointed stand-
ing committee on annual conferences. Membership of this group includes
Sara Mobley (five-year term), Michael Boddy (four-yesr term) and Erich
Schultz (three-yesr term). This committee has already begun its work
in sketching out long-renge directions for future conferences.

For this coming summer, the Toronto School of Theclogy librarians
under the leadership of R. Grant Bracewell will host conferees at
several facilities operated by schools of the consortium. An opening
reception in the library of Knox College will begin the program,
Monday evening, June 2l. Tuesday's schedule calls for a morning
rlenary session as the first order of business, followed by day-long
workshops through late afternoon. These workshops are elective in
nature. Four options are planned: 1) Oral History for Theological
Libraries; 2) Goszls and Objectives for Bibliographic Instruction; 3)
Library Technologies: New States of the Art; and L) Collection Develop-
ment and Evsluation: a Working Session. The final roster of leader-
ship for these workshops sessions will be snnounced in the next issue
of the Newsletter.

The Wednesday program will feature a bibliographic paper on Fran-
ciscan studies delivered by Father Cyprian Lynch, C.F.M., of the Fran-
ciscan Institute at St. Bonaventure University, New York. Father Lynch
has published widely in Franciscan spirituality studiés, and he is an
engaging personality for this kind of assignment. (It should be no
hidden fact to ATLA personnel that 1987 is the 800th anniversary of
the birth of St. Francis.)

Other sessions planned for the Wednesday schedule include a pre-
sentation on continuing education concepts as they impact development
of skills and currency of professional awareness within the ATLA,

This session should be particularly helpful as the amnuasl conference
moves toward inclusion of continuing education modules beginning with
1983. Also on Wednesday, the Conference will observe a celebration of
the 25th year of the Board of Microtext. This session promises both
opportunity for membership interaction with the Board and one of the
more lively, creative program units of the Conference. Dr. and Mrs.
Raymond P. Morris, who gave many years of leadership to the microtext
interests of the Association, will be present and most highly visible
at this session.

The fina) segment of Wednesday programming will be an open meet-
ing on the steps of reorganization in the ATLA, introduction of the
new Program Committee, and adjournment to open meetings of the stand-
ing committees and ad hoc/wnofficial groups.

Thursday's program includes 2 brief reporting session of sum-
maries and recommendations deriving from the Tuesday workshops, an
address from President Jerry Campbell, and an open hearing, or forum,

on the ATS-ATLA Theological Library Project 2000 (the latter an under-
taking announced by Leon Pacala of the ATS st last year's conference
and administered by Stephen Peterson of Yale). The final opportuni-
ties for the day consist of optional tours through the Robarts Library
on the campus of the University of Toronto and a possible visit to the
Uhiversity of Toronto Press. The traditlional closing banquet on Thurs-
day night will be held in the stately Great Hall, a setting of graciocus
hospitality. Professor Iain G. Nicol, Director of the Toronto School
of Theology, will present the address of the evening.

The 1987 Conference will provide for the usual denominational
meetings, chapel, and business sessions that zre psrt of every annual
meeting. One social excursion is also planned, a three-hour buffet
crulse on Toronto harbor, Tuesday evening, June 22, The cruise vessel
is known as the Trillium. It is a Toronto "institution."

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PROJECT 2000 - PROGRESS REPORT - FEBRUARY 1, 1987

The August 15, 1981, Newsletter announced the estsblishment of
Project 2000 and outlined its general purposes. Since that ammounce-
ment, work on the Project has begun. The Advisory Committee has been
appointed and includes Simeon Daly, Maria Grossmann, John B. Trotti,
William Irwin, Lewis Mudge, Lloyd Svendsbye, and Russell Dilday,
Chairman. Jerry Campbell and Leon Pacala are members of the committee
ex officio. The committee held its initial meeting on November 23-2).

On the basis of a white paper prepared for that meeting and the
ensuing discussion of the Advisory Committee, I am now drafting an
initial statement on the roles theological libraries may be exnected
to play in the next two to three decades. When this draft is completed,
it will be available for general comment and criticism,

In order to garmer valuable contributions from members of the
ATLA, I anticipate holding three or four hearings between now and the
end of June 1982, These hearings will allow librarians and faculty
members from ATLA and ATS institutions to contribute prepared state-
ments on library related problems and questions facing their respective
institutions. Such statements should foecus on 1) future roles of theo-
logical libraries, 2) trends in theological education that will affect
libraries, 3) future cooperative strategles needed by theological
libraries and/or L) urgent library needs of specific institutions.

In order to provide a nucleus of discussion for these hearings, I hope
to hold them in conjunction with regularly scheduled or called meet-
ings of the various regional groups and consortia within the ATLA.
The first will be hosted by the Southeastern Pennsylvania Theological
Library 2ssociation and has been scheduled for Wednesday, May 12, at
the Westminster Theological Seminary in Philadelphias. SEPTLA members
Wwill receive information about this meeting from James Pakala. Other
ATLA members who wish to participate should communicate with me by
April 15. A representative of the Theological Education Association
of Mid-America has expressed interest in arranging a hearing and one
session of the ATLA annual conference in Toronto will be devoted to
this purpose. Also, I have invited representatives from a number of
university-related divinity schools to advise me on the peculiar
problems facing these institutions.

Much of the activity of the Project involves my own study and
analysis of published documents. I am, however, most anxious not to
overlook the concerns of ATLA members; and I invite members to cor-
respond with me directly about matters they feel may be neglected or
which they otherwise wish to call to my attention. There is one area
of specific need. I would like to learn directly and comprehensively
about programs collecting and describing material that is not part of
our normal library or archival collections. I am thinking of activi-
ties such as that of the Institute on the Church in Urban-Industrial
Society based at McCormick Theological Seminary. I would be grateful
if people working with these collections or knowing about them would

GOLDEN GATE SEMINARY DEDICATES LIBRARY

Golden Gate Baptist Theological Seminary in Mill Valley, Cali-
fornia, dedicated its new library building on October 1, 1981. The
building conteins 32,400 total square feet, with an additional 5,400
square feel left unfinished for future expansion. The construction
cost of the building totalled $2,870,016, and was a capltal grant from
the Southern Baptist Convention. The core collection is housed on
Canadian birch shelving, with older materials and periodicals shelved
on the lower level on patron accessed electronically moveable compact
shelving. This system saves approximately one-half the floor space
needed with conventional shelving. Cost of furnishings is presently
$336,071, with additional funds forthcoming from the San Francisco
Foundation for furnishing the television studio housed in the building.
Another featurs of the building is the practice and production room
area where patrons can videotape themselves preaching, teaching, sing-
ing, or conducting music. The Austin Company of Irvine, Califormia,
was the designer and builder of the building. Cecil R. White is the
Librarian, Elizabeth Ashley the Director of Technical Services, and
J. Craig Kubic the Acting Reader Services Librarian.

MARCARET J. HORT TAKFN BY DEATH

President Jerry Campbell has ssked the Editor of the Newsletter
to make the following letter available to the entire membership of the
Association.

Dear dJerry:

On De¢ember 8, 1981, the United States Office of Persommel Manage-
ment released a propesal that would radically change how librarian
positions are clagssified (and viewed) within the federal government.
This new classification scheme splits the current librarian job serles
(GS1k10) into two series - one for the professional manager and the
other for the practicing librarian. According to the OPM proposal,
the librarian doing reference work, bibliography, book recommending,
original cataloging, and indexing would be non-professionsl and would
not need special language proficiency, subject knowledge, and librar-
ian skills beyond what could be picked up on the job. Since these
skills could supposedly be learned through on-site training, the
present language, subject, and M.L.S. requirements would be eliminated
for entry level librarians in the federal government.

Such standards, if enacted, could have far-reaching ripple effects
on the status and pay of state, public, and academic librarians all
over the United States. The decreased educational requirements could
seriously jeopardize the future of library schools and call into ques-
tion the very nature of our profession.

I am wondering whether this information could be disseminated to
the ATLA constituency so that they could express themselves on this
issuve. The deadline for comment has been extended from Februsry 8th
to March 8th. Copies of OPM's tentative standards are available for
review in federal agency versonnel offices. Letters should be
addressed to Congressmen and to the Office of Standards Development,
Staffinghs§rvices Group, Office of Personnel Management, Washington,
D.C. 2041¢%,

Due to the detrimental potential and far-reaching implications
for ATLA librarians and libraries of this proposal, it would be my
hope that you would give this matter your most serious sttention.

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EDWIN CALHROUN OSBURN
DIES IN ALABAMA

The Reverend Edwin Calhoun Osburn, Librariasn Emeritus and Pro-
fessor Emeritus of Bibliography at Southeastern Baptist Theological
Seminary, Wake Forest, North Carolina, died on November 2k, 1981, in
Guntersville, Alabama, where he and his wife have lived since his
retirement in 1967. He was 8l years old.

A native of Perryville, Alabama, Mr. Osburn held degrees from
Howard College, Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, Crozer Theo-
logical Seminary, and the University of North Carolina School of
Library Science. Prior to becoming the Librarian of Southeastern
Seminary in 1952, he held pastorstes in Alabsma, Florida, and Dela-
ware, and college librarisnships in Arkansas, Alabama, and Tennessee.
As Seminary Librarian, he versonally cataloged nearly 70,000 volumes
for the young and developing library. He also helped plan and suoper-
vise the construction of the new library building which in 1958 re-
placed the old library built in 1878 when Wake Forest College occupied
the campus.

Funeral services for Mr. Osburn were held in Alsbama but burial
toock place in the Seminary Cemetery in Wake Forest on December 1, with
Dr. Olin T. Binkley, President Emeritus of the Seminary, conducting
the graveside service. Mr. Osburn is survived by his wife, Ollie
Young Osburn.

NASHOTAH HOUSE DEDICATES NEW LIBRARY

Nashotah House, Nashotah, Wisconsin, dedicated a major addition
to and renovation of its library on October 11, 1981. Usable space
is tripled in the resultant structure, and all furnishings are either
new or refinished. Architecturally, the integrity of the old build-
ing (Donaldson Hall, 1910) has been preserved by using stair towers
and an atrium to provide the link with a new stack block (named for
William Hampton Brady, recently retired as Bishop of Fond du lac).
Major funding was provided through a challenge grant from the Olin
Foundation and a completion grant from the Kresge Foundation. The
remainder of the cost ($1.2 million total) has been raised through
a large number of gifts from many different sources. The architects
for the project are Xahler, Slater and Scott of Milwaukee; the general
contractors, Joseph P. Jansen Company of Milwaukee. The building now
provides study space for over a hundred, ample work area for staff,

3 fully climate-controlled rare book room and archives room, sizeable
lounges, and a seminar room. Functionally, the library has now
become the center of the campus. James Dunkly is the Librarian, and
Evelyn Payson the Assistant Librarian.
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LC REPLIES TO CATALOGERS

This column is an attempt to share information received by ATLA
members from the Library of Congress. As such, it supplements the
rule interpretations and discussions in the Cataloging Service Bulle-
tin. Citations to the Bulletin will be included here as Cat. Serv.
Bull. (This publication is available from the Catsloging Distribution
Service, Library of Congress, Washington, D.C. 2054l for $10.00
per year.)

Most of the correspondence sent to the Bibliographic Systems Com-
mittee this month concerns name headings, particularly "choice among
different forms of the same name."

Tertullianus ... now Tertullian; Fowler, Jim now Fowler, James
W., 1940~ :

Russell Pollard at Andover-Harvard questioned the AACR 2 forms of
"Tertullianus, Quintus Septimius Florens" and "Fowler, Jim." ",.. we
thought that under Rule 22.3B his name would be established as 'Ter-
tullian': he is 2 Roman of classical times whose name has become well
established in an English form. !'Fowler, Jim! is even more mysterious
»+s. In addition to his thesis we have five works listed in our cata-
log by him .,.. Only the first has 'Jim Fowler' on the title page; the
other four have 'James W. Fowler'." Bob Ewald in the Office for De-
scriptive Cataloging Policy agreed 9/10/681 that Tertullian and Fowler,
James W., 1940~ would be the correct AACR 2 forms.

AACR 2 compatible headings and the famous people provision:

A letter from Matthew Rzeczkowski at Dominican College Library
(Washington, D.C.) introduces the murky territory of AACR 2 compatible
headings. He requested clarification of the LC rule interpretations
for AACR ? rule 22.3A: "fullness" of name. Although Cat. Serv. Bull.
1y (Fall 1981) lists first choice as the form found in BOZ of the
author's works, an exception is made for headings established before
January 1981, A name including an unused middle name is designated
"AACR 2 compatible": "If the variation from AACR 2 is a matter of full-
ness affecting forenames other than the first forename, congider it
AACR 2 compatible." (Cat. Serv. Bull. 11, p. 21, Cf. also Cat. Serv.
Bull. 1k, p. 31-32) However, the names for famous people may be
changed to the strict AACR 2 form. To quote from Fr. Rzeczkowski's
letter: "I noticed that Bull. 11, p. 58, rejects Blunden, Edmund
Charles, 1866-197) {AACR 7 1s Flunden, Edmund, 1986-197hy. Similarly,
P. 69 rejects Keynes, Geoffrey Langdon, Sir, 1887- ¢ AACR ? is Keynes,
Geoffrey, Sir, 1887- 3. But the online Authority file considers as
AACR 2 compatible Lunn, Arnold Henry Moore, Sir, 1888-1974 though
'Arnold Lunn' seems to be the predominsnt form on the title pages of
books. Is the 'famous people! provision involved here?" Ben Tucker,
Chief of the Office for Descriptive Cataloging Policy, replied Dec. 18,
"What we have noticed is that when those of what one might ¢all "median’

fame are involved, catalogers vary somewhat in their judgment of the
situation,.”

Chenoboskion manuscripts now Nag Hammadi manuscripts:

More straightforward is Bob Ewald's reprly to a2 letter from Althea
Aschmamn at Mndover-Harvard suggesting thet the uniform title Cheno-
boskion manuscripts should be changed to "Nag Hammadi manuscripts.™

~ "We have changed our heading to the form: Nag Hammadi mamscripts"”
(10/19/81). The Grsduate Theological Union Library asked about one
of the manuscripts, the "Treatise on resurrection" in January 1980.
At that time Paul Winkler replied (2/11/80) "I should point out that
we are in the process of changing the uniform title for the entire
corpus of texts from 'Chenoboskion manuscripts' to 'Nag Hammadi manu-
scripts.' This work is in process, but it will be sometime before
revised entries are available.” This work is still in process ...

Establishing corporate names: "University of Cambridge. King's
College" and "Christ's College (University of Cambridge)"s

It came as a surprise to us at the Graduate Theological Union
Library that all the colleges at Cambridge University would not be
established in the same form. We asked specitically about King's
College and Christ's College. The lengthy reply from Diane Humea
(6/25/81) is included here because it illustrates the manner in which
Chapter 7l is applied to establish corporate namess

1) The heading "University of Cambridge. King's Collepe"
is correct. The name "King's College" has been used by several
different bodies, and the application of 2h.13 type 3 results in
indirect entry. The name *Christ's College" iz unique in our
files, however, and since no other portion of 2,13 is applicable,
entry is direct. The qualifier is being changed to comply with
?4.4C8, with the resulting heading being: "Christ's College
(University of Cambridge)."

A second question involved a heading for a manuscript in the library

at the University of Cambridge. Once again the rerly was a surprise.
The name of the library would be established as the "Cambridee Univer-
sity Library” (no periods) and the correct AACR 2 form for the manu-
script would be "Cambridge University Library. Manuscript. Ff, 2.38.%
To quote Ms. Humes, "'Cambridge University Library' is entered directly,
since the name does not fit any of the catepories of 2;.13. (24.13

type 5 cannot be applied since the name of the parent body is
'University of Cambridge.')"

Coding denominational names in subject tracings; Presbyterian
Church = 610, Lutheran Church = 6503

John Dickason from Princeton Theological Seminary asked at the
last ATLA Conference about the MARC coding for corporate names. A
survey of the LC database online proved inconclusive. This gquestion
becomes even more acute as records are coded for subjects which were
previously "in" subject headings, i.e., Presbyterian Church in Pennsyl -
vania. According to Michael Shelley, Chief of the MARC Editorial
Division, LC always coded the "in" subject headings as a corporate

name, The guldelines for the coding now rely on the cataloger's judg-
ment. It 2 name is recognized as a church it will be coded as a cor-
porate body. Any name found in the Library of Congress Name Headings
(or in the online Authority tapes) will be coded as a corporate body.
Otherwise the hesding will be coded 28 a topical heading (i.e. 650).
Following this procedure, the Presbyterian Church is coded as a cor-
porate body, while the Lutheran Church is coded as a topical subject.
The Anglican Communion has not been established, but since it is not
in the Authority file it would be coded as a topical heading. Mr.
Shelley pointed out that Lutheran Church had been incorrectly coded in
the past as a corporate heading, and his phone conversation in October
supersedes the information in MARC Formats for Bibliopraphic Data (rev.
3/25/80), where Lutheran Church is 1isted 2s an example under Churches
or Denominations, Cathedrals, Parishes, etc. Two sources of the LC
name headings are available to libraries: those using OCLC can search
the names online in the Authority system; other libraries can buy hard
copy or microtiche cumulations from the Cataloging Distribution Serv-
ice. {A subscription to the microfiche issued quarterly is $110 per
year, 8o this is something even small libraries could afford.) Une-
doubtedly there will be more discussion on this question in the future.

In the next column we will concentrate on subject headings for
liturgical materials as well as including any correspondence which you

WOODWARD SEEKS TO STRENGTHEN ATLA INFLUENCE
ON DEWEY DECIMAL CLASSIFICATION REVISION

An index to over 3,000 articles and books on Eastern Christianity
is available for $35.00 from the ATLA Religion Indexes, 5600 South
Woodlawn Avenue, Chicago, Illinois 60637. Like the &ther Religion
Index special bibliographies, the Eastern Christianity Bibliography
was produced by machine-search of the over 132,000 records in the
Religion Datsbase's magnetic tape files, including Religion Index One:
Periodicals, 1975~ 3 Religion Index Two: Festschriften, 1980-19893
Religion Index Two: MultI-Author Works, 1970- 3 and the just begun
Research in Ministry, 19B1i- s an index to Doctor of Ministry pro-
jects. The Database includes some material added to files retrospec-
tively from journals not previously indexed and abstracts received
too late for regular publication. Such "retrospective" material, al-
though unsvailable in the printed subscription produets, may be
searched online through Bibliographic Retrieval Services. (Keying of
Index to Religious Periodical Literature, 19L49- » has begun but is
not yet available for online or magnetic tape search.)

The Eastern Christianity Bibliography includes not only material
on the Eastern Orthodox Church but much material on Coptic and Non-
Chalcedonian churches, the Eastern Rite Catholics, the relationships
of these churches to Western Christisnity and to other religions, es-
pecially Islam, and the diaspora of Russian and other Eastern Chris-
tians throughout the world. Religion Index editor Fay Dickerson's
several years of discussion with the Eastern Christianity seminar of
the American Academy of Religion have led to the offering of this
bibliography, which also reflects an increase in the number of journals
specific to Fastern Christianity now indexed by RIO.
