Since requested funds have not yet been committed, we
are still in a season of waiting., The members of that committee have
been most industrious throughout this past yesr and deserve our
appreciation.

The programs of ATIA do not make much publicity, but they are
quietly affecting the quality of theological libraries.

MINNESOTA THEOLOGICAL SCHOCLS INSTALL UNION CQM CATALOG

In mid-April the first microfilm edition of a union COM Catalog
was installed at metropolitan libraries of the Minnesota Consortium
of Theological Schools: Bethel Theological Seminary, Luther/Northe-
western Theological Seminary, The Saint Paul Seminary, and United
Theological Seminary -« all in or near St. Paul, Minnesota.

Culminating three years of vroduction, the retrospective datsa
base of book holdings and unique computer coding of subject fields
give this new bibliographic tcol a scope and versatility not enjoyed
by similar systems elsewhere in the country. Annual editions are
planned, with semi-annual supplements. A courier system operates
to transmit loans.

This project was funded by 2 $172,800 grant of the local Bush
Foundation in 1977 following submission of a rroposal by the Con-
sortium in 1976, headed at that time by Msgr. William L. Baumgaertner
of The Saint Paul Seminary. The data Processing was performed by
Progressive Management Services of St. Anthony and the microfilming
by Synergraphics, Incorporated, of Bloomington, Minnesota. Coding,
editing, and keying of shelf list entries was done by staff and
students of the various schools,

Microform viewing and printing equipment was acquired through a
separate grant of $7,000 from the Bigelow Foundation. Programming to
produce separate CM shelf lists is now being undertaken through yet
8 third grant from the Association of Theological Schools in the
United States snd Canada,

Through the union COM Catalog, users now have immediate access
Lo approximately 250,000 titles (150,000 volumes) - the largest theo-
logical collection between Chicago and the Pacific Northwest. Member
schools look on the achievement as a significant and historic step
toward the goal of more unified and economical library services, as
a stimulus for streamlining other library operations, and as a very
tangible product of ecumenical cooperation.

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SOME “STANDARDY WORDS

by Doralyn J. Hickey

This column will be an Yolio" of items which may be of interest
to various theclogical librarians and provide an update on the devel-~
opment of some new IFLA guidelines. First, however, two of you de-
serve thanks for responding to the request to send your comments on
the question of cataloging microform copies of previously published
printed works. One comment came from the United States and one from
the United Kingdom, expressing two quite different views of the prob-
lem-~thereby illustrating the knottiness of the whole matter.

AACR 2 and the Description of Microforms

The American Library Association Committee on Cataloging:
Description and Access is expected to receive recommendations from its
subcormittee on the microforms matter during the New York Conference
(late June). A recent shift has brought ATLA's Charles Willard into
the chairperson position for the subcommittee. Charles has worked
long and faithfully on making 2 teleconference available to the mem-
bers of the subcommittee; and although some of us have not been able
to mesh our end-of-semester erratic schedules with those of the others
participating in the conference, two proposals are being sifted through
the conferencing process via minicomputers linked with a time-shared
system in Trenton, New Jersey.

The first propossl, developed by this columnist, suggests a means
of blending the bibliographic information from the microform with that
from the original, stressing the data from the original in the areas
of edition statement, publishing information, and series statement,
but allowing the microform information to be included as well, either
(as originally proposed) by allowing both to be recorded in the appro-
priate areas or (as modification has suggested) by putting the dats
related to the microform in a note. The General Material Designation
would continue to be "microform,™ and the physical description would
maintain the specific mieroform designation, although these retentions
have also been questioned by some of the conferees.

The second proposal, suthored by Ed Swanson of the Minnesota
Historical Society, is to adopt the device of the uniform title to
link the microform copies with the full-sized originals. The argu-
ments related to this proposal concern the problems of construeting
the uniform title in a way which will perform the 1ink effectively,
without undue complexity.

Video=terminal "Stress®

A new area of concern for librariens is the psycho-physiological
effects of a worker's interaction with a video-tsrrinal over a long

period of time. The April 15, 1980 issue of Library Journal (p. 906)
describes a study being conducted under the auspices of the National
Institute for Occupational Safety and Health as well as the somewhat
emotional warmings of a British organization called Librarians for
Social Change.

Although the field is being explored for the first time in a
systematic way, it seems clear that library technical assistants and
clerks will be increasingly affected by the stresses associated with
continucus interaction with a video screen. Preliminary suggestions,
such as allowing for choice of break times and providing seating and
lighting adjustments under the control of the video terminal operator,
make a great deal of sense. The problem in many cases seems to be
the "superimposition® of video equipment on work spaces not initially
designed for them, thus preventing the library from being able to
control the lighting and arrangement of the terminal very effectively
without considerable modification of the work area.

OCLC, Inc, News

The February and March OCLC Newsletter issues report the avail-
ability of the Library of Congress "Name Authority File" as part of
the on-line data base. The file is accessible by use of the "Author-
ity" key, followed by a name search (personal, corporate, conference,
or geographic). Each record is assigned a control number for use in
subsequent retrieval of the authority structure, if desired. The file
is not, however, used to control the headings in the bibliographic
data base; neither can it be modified in any way by the terminal
operator. As OCLC says, "LC Name-Authority records are ... for
display only."

Although recent issues of the OCLC Newsletter do not add any in-
formation, documentation is being issued relating to the OCLC acqui-
gitions subsystem. In addition, the priority of the circulation
system has been reaffirmed, and a contract with GEAC Computer Cor-
poration Limited is being considered. More glamorous, perhaps, is
the OCLC experiment "Channel 2000" by means of which individuals in
the Columbus, Chio, area may, through their telephones and television
gsets, establish an interactive system for their banking activities,
for quizzing an on-line encyclopedia, and for finding out what the
public library and a university library in the area have in their
catalogs. The Academic American Encyclopedia which was created for
this project will be exhibiting some of its services during the ALA
New York Conference.

Of considerable interest is the OCLC Board of Trustees' decision
to adopt a "nonrestrictive policy" on third-party use of the OCLC
data base, provided that the use is "for the benefit of participating
libraries, networks, and OCLC." This issue has been pending for some
months, and it appears that the decision will help to promulgate a
spirit of cooperation and helpfulness among OCLC users,

IFLA and the ISBDs

As noted in an esrlier colum, the IFLA International Office for
UBC (Universal Bibliographic Control) is in the final process of pre-
paring two new ISBDs for publicatiomt the one for Printed Music and
the one for “old books," that is, ISBD{PM) and ISBD(A), respectively.
Although each of the final drafts contained a number of, in most cases
relatively minor, textual faults, these have veen largely corrected,
and the publication process is moving forward on the basis of approval
from the various IFLA sectional committees which sponsored the work.
Also in process is the final report of the Working Croup on the "Form
and Structure of Corporate Headings." It is interesting to discover
that the report includes only "Provisional" recommendations on the
structure of headings for "Religious Bodies." As is noted in an ex-
tensive footnote on the matter, "The recommendations are provisional
because of a lack of consensus among the members of the Working Group.
The recommendations presented are the best efforts of the Working
Group but will be the topic for further analysis. Rules 30 and 31
[on regional units and local units of religious bodies and churchesj
produced the most controversy of any. Some members felt that all
should be entered {a) as subheadings, (b) under their own names, or
(¢) under the territorial name." In any case, it seems clear that
religious headings are by no means a "cut and dried" matter, even in
international circles.

Mid-winter action of the ATLA Board of Directors created a new
ad hoc committee, the Ad Hoc Committee on Relationships with Scholarly
Societies. Its purpose is twofold:s (1) to encourage active partici-
pation by ATLA members in appropriate scholarly societies, and (2) to
establish, nurture, and coordinate working groups within the organi-
zation of these societies to bring to bear the concerns of the ATLA
relative to publications and related activities of these societies.

We would like to invite you to join us for dinner on Tuesday
evening in Denver. Our purpose is to share with you some of our
ideas, to learn of your involvement in the learned societies, and
to provide an overview of the major scholarly societies so as to
encourage greater participation by librarian colleagues in these
bodies.

NASHOTAH HOUSE PEGINS NEW LIBRARY ADDITION

Nashotah House broke ground for its new William H. Brady library
wing on May 8. The Presiding Bishop of the Episcopasl Church, John M.
AMlin; Bishop Brady of Fond du Lac, for whom the addition is named;
and Bishop Charles T. Gaskell of Milwaukee were among those who
turned the earth.

A skylighted courtyard will be the central feature of the new
wing, which will take about a year to complete and will aprroximately
double the ares of the library. In addition to the courtysrd, the
new wing will contain book stacks, study carrels, and a rare book and
archives room. The old building, which was built in 1910, will be
remodeled into lounge 2nd office space, reference and periodical
areas, and a seminar room.

Planning and fund-raising for the addition have been under way
for about two years. The Olin Foundation contributed a substantial
portion of the million~dollar cost. The Milwaukee architectural firm
of Kahler, Slester and Scott designed the building, in cooperation
with a building committee which included Librarian James Dunkly and
Assistant Librarian Evelyn Payson.

Nashotsh House is an accredited seminary of the Protestant Epis-
copal Church serving about ninety students. Founded in 1842, it is
one of the oldest educational institutions in Wisconsin.
