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A IETTER FRQM PRESIDENT DALY

Dear Friends:

A natural phenomenon of any association that gathers together but
once a year is that after an annual meeting there is a certain 1lull of
activity. As summer wanes, the sap begins to fall, and the leaves
turn their various hues, activity in the ATLA seems to ebb. Around
about now there is a new spirit and s committees begin to prepare
reports for the mid-winter meeting and the vice-president gears up the
programs for next year, there are more signs of life in the associa-
tion. Soon you should receive the 1980 Proceedings. The Board has
received full minutes and we are ready for another year.

Shortly I will be writing to chairpersons urging reports and
hoping that they are reviewing their job descriptions so that they can
fulfill the function of their role in the ATLA.

The major activity that I have been engaged in for the ATLA in
this period has been the discussion with a small committee and Dr.
Leon Pacala, the new Executive Director of the Association of Theo-
logical Schools in the United States and Canada. This discussion was
commissioned by the Board of Directors. We held it at Princeton on
the afternoon of September 16. As a result of that meeting we are in
contact with the Lilly Foundstion and an effort will be made to get
funding for further discussion, not just of the relationship of the
ATLA and the ATS, but also of sorting out priorities.

A very loose rendering of the direction these discussions seem
to be going seems to be something like this. That proposal will be
made to the Lilly Foundation to support o study by a group of librar-
ians, presidents, and ATS representatives. This will probably bte a
group of ten or twelve. First, we would rroject the role of ATLA
livraries in the eirhties; second, try to discern the nature of library
resources needed; third, identify issues of theological schools rela-
tive to libraries; and fourth, propose some guidelines that will be
useful for theological schools and libraries of the ATLA. While this
is still in the discussion stage we are seeking to propose strategies
for reaching these goals. We anticipate looking for a project
program coordinator.

The 2dvisory committee will try to be as representative as we can.
We hope to deal freely with the issues and not simply rehash what we
have done before. Obviously, concern for preservation will be a ma jor
consideration, but there are other concerns about the quality of our
collections and about the relationship of our collection development
policies relative to M. Div. and D. Min. programs, etc.

It is likely that there will be some instruments for gathering
information and if and when that happens, I trust librarians will
respond generously. Once that committee is decided upen and we know
we will be able to pursue this study, I will try to inform you so that -
individuals or groups with major concerns may have a forum for input.

This is 2 very exeiting project, and I have every confidence that
it will enhance the role of the ATLA and its relationship with the ATS.

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SOME “STANDARD" WCRDS

IFLA Mbeting

The International Federation of Library Associstions and Insti-
tutions convened its first official conference in the Far East in
August when the sessions were held in Manila. Representation was
expected to be somewhat limited since a number of the European librar-
iane had indicated in advance that the travel costs would be too great.
The attendance count was about 1,000, although some 500 of those
present were Philippine delegates and observers. Perhaps the most
underrepresented of the usuzl groups coming to IFLA meetings were
those of the Soviet and Soviet-dominated nztions. Only three Russian
delegates came, and one of them commented on the 18 hours of flying
time necessary to reach the Philippines. It was interesting to note
that over 100 Americans attended and that their average travel time
was in excess of 20 hours just to get to Manila by air. A number of
the Europeans seemed not to realize that it took the North Americans
longer to reach the Philippines than it took them.

Since IFLA has agreed to hold its "Council" meeting every two
years (and to schedule such meetings in Europe), the Manila conference
was devoted to sessions on the professional program. No elections
were held, and no business was conducted. This formet, however,
allowed more time for meetings of boards, section committees, and
round tables. Many of these groups capitalized on the location of the
conference by inviting their Asian colleagues to present papers deal-
ing with the application of IFLA programs to the Far East,

In particular, a number of interesting papers were given in the
meetings of the Round Table on Classification and the Section on Cata-
loguing. In the area of classification, there were an assessment of
classification schemes in use in Australis (which deemed the most
applicable to be the Dewey Decimal system at present) and a survey of
the classification snd subject schemes used by a variety of libraries
(most of them being of the *special™ type) in Malaysia. The Section
on Cataloguing considered the problems of applying the Internmational
Standard Bibliographic Description in third-world countries, particu-
larly Nigeria. In addition, a very interesting session delineated the
difficulties related to describing Oriental-language materials using
ISBD and the solutions being advanced to code Oriental character-sets
for machine manipulation through the MARC program.

News was abroad about the plans to establish an "International
MARC Office," probably in West Germany. The precise plan for this
unit has not yet been released, but it is known thet the West Germans
are eager to have the office established under their aegis and are
prepared to offset a large portion of the costs of estsblishing and
operating it. The need for such an office, primarily to coordinate
the development of UNIMARC and provide for the sharing of international

cataloguing data in machine-readable form, has been recognized for
some time; but the actual implementation of such an office has been
5low to be realized.

The continuing work of the IFLA International Office for UBC
(thiversal Bibliographic Control) was revorted =t the information
session sponsored bv the UBC Advisory Committee. Among the new pub-
lications to be announced were the following:

Efforts continue in the development of the ISBD(CP): Component Parts
(previously called AN: Analytics) and in the preparation of a full
report on the mstter of international authority control. On the
latter topic, the joint session of the Section on Cataloguing and the
Sectlion on Information Technology (formerly known as the Section on
Mechanization) heard a preliminary report indicating that the Working
Group is proceeding to break the study of authority control into
verious parts to investigate such metters as the current state of
automated records, possible standards for coding the records, and
barriers relzted to the interchange of the records.

The next IFLA Council meeting will take place in Leipzig,
August 17-23, 1981, The 1982 meeting will be in Montreal, Canada,
August 23-28; 1983 in Munich, August 21-27; 198l in Nairobi, Kenya;
and 1985 in Tokyo, tentatively.

Library of Congress AACR 2 Institute

One of the bits of information emerging from the Library of
Congress "roadshows" on the expected application of the Anglo-American
Cataloguing Rules, Second Edition, is that each new institute brings a
bit more datz concerning exactly what LC is planning to do. The
latest version, in Denver (November 12-1)) proved to contain some
decisions which were either not known or tentatively concluded earlier.
This means that those who attended the first institutes should prob-
ably compare notes with those who have come to the later ones., If

this is not possible, be sure to read the Cataloging Service Bulletin
carefully to pick up new rule interpretations {which Include, as the
staff noted, LC's "rule violations" too). The RI's {rule interpreta-
tions) are specifically labeled as LC's only, although if they are
eventuslly adopted as those of the Joint Steering Committee, LC has
indicated that it will be willing to reissue the text under the JSC
label,

The LC staff cautioned against assuming that all of the AACR 1
rule interpretations (some of which are still appearing in CSB) are
also applicable to AACR 2. If they are still valid, they will be
reissued as AACR 2 RI's.

Beginning with Cataloging Service Bulletin no. 11 (Winter,
1981), LC will implement a subscription charge for the service. As
announced in the CSB no, 10, the cost for an annusl subscription will
be $10.00, with a reduced cost per subscription if several are sent
to the same address.

LC has also indicated that it plans to develop a uniform title
for any serial with a title which conflicts with another title in the
LC data base and which itself is not entered under a name heading.

In CSR no. 5, a preliminary explanation of the LC policy was given;
however, the "final" version is expected to appear in CSE no. 11.
These uniform titles will be qualified (in parentheses) by either the
name of the issuing body or the name of the place in which the serial
is published, and the qualification will be recorded in "catalog entry
form" whether it is corporate name or place name. Among the more in-
teresting implications of this practice is that a successive entry
will have to be created if the issuing body changes, even though the
actual title does not change. An example of a title requiring the
uniform title would be "Occasional papers.”

Other pieces of information produced by the Institute were that
LC has agreed to place the manufacturer's number for sound recordings
as the first note to facilitate ease of identification; that main
entry under corporate body will be utilized more extensively for maps
than AACR rule 71.1B? might normally be interpreted to produce; that
LC will not (contrary to an earlier indication) add the general
material designation to a uniform title; and that LC will not use a
general material designation in an analytic added entry.

The most important of the announcements was the reiteration of
the press release from LC, the National Agricultural Library, and the
National Library of Medicine, indicating that until the conflict about
the cataloging of previously-published microforms is resolved, these
libraries will continue to catalog such items as if they were the
originals, with a note appended concerning their microtorm charac-
teristies. Serials available in both hard copy and microform will be
cataloged together, with a note sbout their formats. Items in micro-
form produced commercially which LC, NAL, and MIM catalog (and which
were once published in hard copy) will probably carry the general
material designation "microform" as well. It is important to note
that this policy has not been extended to the cataloging of vhoto-
copies, facsimiles, or reprints.

RESOURCE AID PROPCSED FOR
VISUALLY HANDICAPPED SEMINARTANS

Visually handicapped seminarians are finding it difficult to
secure the resources their studies demand. The student must approach
severzl sgencles and special libraries, both in the private and public
sectors, to ferret out resources and follow a variety of guidelines,
some clesr, some fuzzy.

There are many agencies which provide resources for the visually
handicapped, mostly free of charge, but theological works sre few and
far between and fficult to identify and locate. Could the ATLA put
a resource packet together which would contain addresses, conditions
of loan, and types of materials available and publish it in the News-
letter? OSuch a packet would be the pooled resources of 211 our
Iibrarians who have encountered the preblem,

This endeavor relates directly to the ATLA and the kinds of help
we should be giving our handicapped students. If you are willing to

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GROUND BROKEN AT DREW UNIVERSITY
FOR NEW UNITED METHODIST NATIONAL ARCHIVES BUILDING

Ground was broken on the campus of Drew University in Madison,
New Jersey, on October 10 for a new United Methodist National Archives
building. The $2,700,000 structure - to be built by the University
and msintzined, for the most part, by the Church - is scheduled for
completion by the Spring of 1982, when it will replace outgrown Metho-
dist archival facilities in Lake Junaluska, North Carclina. In addi-
tion to 9,000 square feet of library space, the new building will
provide 50,000 cubic feet of wvault storage - enough, at the present
rate of accession, to house the archives for the next two decades.
Energy-saving features will range from hot-water solar pasnels
on the roof to an air-tight full basement two stories deep and parti-
tioned to isolate storage areas in use from yet-to-be-used space not
requiring heating, cooling, or humidity control. FElaborate security
and fire safety systems have been incorporated into the building plans.
Entry will be from a large courtyard directly into an exhibit
area. A first-floor conference room in mid-18th century decor will
contain books, stastuettes, and implements associated with John Wesley.
A library "designed to invite browsing" will occupy the second floor,
where the Methodist reference and research collections of both the
University and the Commission on Archives and History of the United
Methodist Church will be shelved together for the convenience of users.
For Drew, the new archives building is but one element of a
$12,500,000 project that will also include a new library building to
be known as the Learning Center, and renovstion of the present Rose
Memorial Library. Together with the renovation, the new archives
building and Learning Center will increase campus librarv stack
capacity to 900,000 volumes. Dr. Arthur E. Jones, Jr., is the
Director of the Library.
