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ATS - ATLA THECLOGICAL LIBRARY PROJECT 2000
IS ANNCUNCED

The Association of Theological Schools in the United States and
Canada, in conjunction with the American Theological Library Associa-
tion, will undertake a study of the roles of theological libraries
for the remaining decades of this century, the nature of library re-
sources needed to fulfill those roles, the guidelines for library
development and evaluation, and strategies and proprams which will
agsist schools in shaping library resources.,

The project will provide the theological community with a set
of defined issues that fould serve as a basis for discussion and con-
sensus concerning library development, priorities that need to shape
the development of library resources, strstegies for library develop-
ment, and new library standards and guidelines for long-range planning
and for institutional accreditation.

The project is scheduled to begin in the Fall of 1981 and to be
completed in June 1983. The study will be directed by Dr. Stevhen L.
Peterson, Librarian of Yale Divinity School in New Haven, Connecticut.
An advisory committee of eight persons consisting of librarians,
academic deans, and chief administrators will be appointed by the
President of the ATLA and the Executive Director of the ATS to direct
the study. The committee will be chaired by Dr. Russell Dilday,
President of Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary in Fort Worth,
Texas. In addition to general library consultants, special consul-
tations will be held with representatives of research libraries,
university related, freestanding, and general theological libraries,
and the ATS Commission on Accrediting.

The study will proceed on the basis of a series of working
papers designed to identify and formulate important issues and
propose resolutions of them. The final report will be published
for wide distribution.

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ATLA HOLDS THIRTY-FIFTH ANNUAL CONFERENCE
IN ST. LOUIS, MISSOURI

The American Theological library Association held its thirty-
fifth annual conference on the campus of Washington University in St.
Louis, Missouri, June 22-26, 1981, with Christ Seminary-Seminex acting
as the host institution. Approximately 195 members and friends of the
Association were in attendance. lLocal arrangements were directed by
members of the Christ Seminary-Seminex Library staff: Lucille Hager,
Director; Mary Bischoff, Coordinater of Technical Services; Thomas
Rick, Coordinator of Catalog Conversion; and Elizabeth Danker, Circu-
lation and Interlibrary Loan. Jerry D. Campbell, Librarian of the
Perkins School of Theology at Southern Methodist University in Dalles,
Texas, and Vice-president of the ATLA, was responsible for the program.
Simeon Daly, Librarian of St., Meinrad College and School of Theology
in 8t. Meinrad, Indiezna, and President of the Association, presided
over the conference.

The first general program featured an address on "The Nature and
Role of Theological libraries in Theological Education® by Dr. Leon
Pakala, Executive Director of the Association of Theological Schools
in the United States and Canada. The second general program session
was devoted to "Focus on Issues in Develepring Theological Resources"”
and consisted of addresses by Peter De Klerk on "Resources in Calvin-
ism" and William Hessel on "Resources in Adventism"; snd an address by
Stephen L. Peterson on "Collection Development in Religion and Theology
at the Library of Congress and its Implications for ATLA libraries,"
followed by a ranel discussion on "Collection Develcpment for the
1980's," with Joln Gesell, Henry Bertels, Betty O'Brien, and David
Green serving as the panelists.

For the next two program sessions the conference attendees were
the guests of the Missouri Botanical Garden. These sessions featured
the addresses: "Coping with Disaster" by James Reed, Director of the
Library and Curator of Specizal Collections at the Carden; snd "Managing
Serials, or Seeing the Forest Instead of the Trees™ by Charles Willard,
Librarian of Princeton Theological Seminary.

The fifth and final general program session was & "Foundation
Forum," with John D, Baker-Batsel acting as the Convenor, and included
addresses by Robert W. Lynn, Vice-president for Religion at the Lilly
Endowment, Incorporated, and by Margaret S. Child, Assistant Director,
Division of Research Programs, Research Resources Program. On the
last afternoon of the conference Association members had a choice be-
tween a workshop on "Reader Education and Library Instruction" con-
ducted by Sara Mobley, Assistant Librarian for Public Services at the
Pitts Theology Library at Emory University; and a panel discussion on
"Descriptive Cataloging in the AACR 2 Era" sponsored by the Biblio-
graphic Systems Committee, presided over by the Chair of the Committee,
Elizabeth Chambers, and featuring Paul Winkler, Principal Descriptive
Cataloger at the Library of Congress and Editor of AACR 2. The address
following the banquet on Thursday evening was entitled "One Book -
Many Books" and was delivered by Dr. John H. Tietjen, President of
Christ Seminary-Seminex.

The Association named Robert Dvorak, Director of the Goddard
Library at Gordon-Conwell Theological Seminary in South Hamilton,
Massachusetts, as Vice-president for 1981-82 and President-elect for
the following year. Jerry D. Campbell, Librarian of the Bridwell
Library at the Perkins School of Theology at Southern Methodist Univer-
sity in Dallas, Texas, Vice-president during the past year, will serve
as President for the 1981-82 year. Elected to three-yesr terms as
Members—-at-lLarge on the Board of Directors were Dorothy Ruth Parks,
Director of the Divinity Library at Vanderbilt University in Nashville,
Tennessee, and Richard D. Spoor, Director of Libraries at Union Theo-
logical Seminary in New York City. The Association re-elected Martha
Aycock, Reference Librarian at Union Theological Seminary in Richmond,

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ATLA RELIGION INDEXES CFFER NEW BIBLICGRAPHY

The American Theological Library Associaztion's Religion Indexes
have prepared a bibliogravhy of over 1,160 books and articles entitled
Liberation Theolegy, Elack Theology, and the Third World, the product
of a computer search of the ATLA Religion datazbase's machine-readable
magnetic tape files, including Religion Index One: Periodicals, 1975=-;
Religion Index Two: Festschriften, 1960-1969; and Religion Index Twot
HuIEi-Author Works, 1970-. 1In many cases, indexing not yet available
in hardcopy or microfiche may be found in this bibliography, which has
3 format similar to the regular Relirion Index editions--subject,
author, and book review indeves--produced, however, by a Xerox process
on 8 1/2" by 11" paper, hound in a simple three-hole binder.

The heading "Liberation Theology" alone lists 390 titles; "Blabk
Theology" lists 120 titles; and "Theology, Contextual"--a relative
newcomer--lists L7 titles. The 246 titles under 'Freedom {Theology)"
and the 66 under '"Revolution (Theology)" reflect the large amount of
literature produced on these concepts since 1960, Among geographic
subdivisions, 47 titles under "Theology in Latin America" indicate the
prime location of the "doing" of liberation theology. The division of
"Theology" by historical veriod lists works of research on motifs of
liberation and social revolution throughout theology's long past.
Other concerts well-represented include: "History Eggeology)," "Love
(Theology)," "Man (Theology)," the "Poor," "Poverty,™ "Reconciliation,"
*Social Change and Church," and "Jomen's Liberation." Concern for the
Third World and its economic conditions is aslso well-covered.

The Index covers
the periocdical in great detail, indexing an individual even if the
name is simply mentioned on a page. Subjects and authors are indexed
as well.
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ATLA LIBRARY INSTRUCTION CILEARINGHCUSE REPCRT

A recent directory of library instruction clearinghouses lists
the ATLA Clearinghouse as one of only three specislized clearinghouses
in the United States. Barbara J. Wittkopf compiled the directory under
the auspices of the American Library Association and the Association
of College and Research Libraries, Bibliographic Instruction Section.
The ATLA Clearinghouse collection is numerically smaller in comparison
to many of the other collections; but the number of items circulated
from Spring 1980 through Spring 1981 far exceeded the circulation of
all the other clearinghouses, with the exception of the Library Orien-
tation/Instruction Exchange, the national clearinghouse. Other
clearinghouses circulated from twenty-five to three hundred items
during the past year; the ATLA Clearinghouse circulated over 500!

CONCORDIA THEOLOGICAL SEMINARY IN FORT WAYINE

May those who study here and those, who
through the diligence of their scholarship, contribute to the further-
ance of knowledge also be blessed in the name of the God of Moses and
Jesus, the God of Rebekah and Mary, the God who is the Lord of all
being. Amen."

The 24,000 square foot structure houses a collection of 270,000
volumes, a staff of eighteen and seating for 100 users. When complete,
the building will have over 40,000 square feet for library purposes
and an additional floor for the Graduate Theological Union adminis-
tration. The Director of the library is John D. Baker-Batsel.

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CENTER FGR THE STUDY OF NEW RELIGIOUS MOVEMENTS GROWS

Four years ago the Rockefeller Foundation gave seed money to the
CGraduate Theological Union, Berkeley, California, in order to estab-
lish a program to study and document the current spiritual renaissance
in America. The G.T.U. gave the program director, Jacob Needleman, an
office for meetings and research; and the G.T.U. Library agreed to
acquire and house research materials from and about new religious
groups., Now, from small beginnings, that program has become the Center
for the Study of New Religious Movements in America. Throughout the
academic yesrs 1980/81 - 1982/83, with support from the Nationsl En-
dowment for the Humanities, the Center is sponsoring visiting scholars
who are engaged in this new area of study.

At the present time the New Religious Movements Research Collec-
tion is the only library collection of its kind in this country. The
Unification Church in America, the Church of Scientology, and the In-
ternational Society for Krishna Consciousness deposit their publica-
tions here. These publications, along with other veriodical titles,
books, and sudiocassettes ranging in subject from Zen Buddhism to UFO
contactee cults, are cataloged into the general collection.

Religious groups new to America since 1960 form the focal point
of the collection. Since many of the current non~traditional religious
groups find their roots in the metaphysical movements, such as Spiritu-
alism, Theosophy, and New Thought, these also are of interest to the
Center,

A special collection of files on 600 religious, quasi-religious,
human potential, counter-cult, counseling, and parents' groups has
been developed. These files contain ephemera of several varieties and
are expanding this year as 60 cubic feet of backlog are processed
under the provisions of a grant from the National Endowment for the
Humanities. This grant also supports development of a subject
authority file to govern the special collection's card catalog.,

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YALE DIVINITY SCHOOL LIBRARY RECEIVES $500,000
BEQUEST FROM LATOURETTE ESTATE

A bequest of $500,000 from the estate of Kenneth Scott Latourette,
historian and member of the Divinity School faculty from 1921 to 1953,
has been received by Yale University and will be used for the Library
of the Yale Divinity School in New Haven, Connecticut.

Professor Latourette received his B.A. degree in 1906 and his
Ph, D. in 1909, both from Yale. He taught under the Yale-in-China
program at Changsa, China, before returning to the United States to
serve on the faculty of Reed College and later Denison College. Named
to the Yale faculty in 1921, he was appointed Sterling Professor of
Missions and Oriental History in 1949, retiring in 1953. During his
career, he wrote more than 80 books.

His personal library and papers are part of the China Records
Project Collection, containing records of over 250 former China mis-
sionaries. In 1968, the National Council of Churches requested that
the Divinity School Library accept the Collection and establish the
Project because Professor Latourette'!s papers were already in the
library.

The bequest will fund the purchase of books, periodicals, pamph-
lets and manuscript material of Protestant, Roman Catholic, and East-
ern Orthodox foreign missions and ensure the preeminence of the
Divinity School Library in Professor Latourette's fields of interest.
