the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign's LEEP
course, Theological Librarianship (LIS 590TL).

* Applicant must be from an underrepresented
population (religious, racial, ethnic, or gender).

* Applicant must be an ATLA member in good
standing.

ATLA Diversity Scholarship

The American Theological Library Association will
provide one scholarship for $2,400 to a student from
an underrepresented population enrolled in an ALA-
accredited master's program in library and information
studies.

* Applicant must be from an underrepresented
population (religious, racial, ethnic, or gender).

* Applicant must secure a letter of
recommendation from the director of an ATLA

From Inventory to Fox News

While doing an inventory of rare materials in the special collections
of the Christian Theological Seminary Library, Rev. Dr. Scott Seay,
Associate Professor of the History of Global Christianity, and Anthony
Elia, Director of Library and Educational Technology, came upon
items that would receive quite a bit of coverage from the Indianapolis
Star and Fox News.

Elia and Seay identified several 16th and 17th century Bibles, which
had significant historical, cultural, and religious value. Some of these
items had not been identified or catalogued, and some were fairly
rare and even unique, with only a few copies in North America. The
provenance of acquisition goes back to the 1920s and 1930s, when
CTS was the Butler School of Religion, and its first dean, Dr. Frederick
Kershner helped to build up the religion, theology, and biblical studies
collections. Elia and Seay believe that many of the purchases were
done through Nathaniel Schmidt (1862-1939), a pacifist politician,
Baptist preacher, and orientalist scholar at Cornell University.

Seay and Elia decided to put up the exhibit for the CTS graduation
ceremonies a couple weeks ago, and it has been a success both at
the seminary and in the broader Indianapolis community.

The curator of the special collections, Seay, is also one of the co-
authors and managing editor of the recent "The Stone-Campbell
Movement: A Global History" (Chalice Press, 2013), the first global
and inclusive approach to the denomination's history.

From the Executive Director
Speak Out!

One of ATLA’'s Organizational Ends refers
to advocacy: 1.2.1 Librarians are effective
advocates for their libraries and the
profession. Advocacy can be defined in
several ways — active support of a cause
or proposal, or pleading or arguing in favor
of something. What all of these definitions

: have in common, however, is the idea that
action is taking place.

Within the field of librarianship, much of the advocacy that takes
place relates to publicly funded institutions. ALA sponsors a
Legislative Day each year when delegations of librarians, trustees,
and library supporters from all 50 states and U.S. territories visit
members of Congress in Washington, D.C. Each delegate has a
list of carefully crafted talking points that use facts to show how
libraries make a difference in the lives of the citizens who live in
their district. And along with those facts, is a list of bulleted requests
for legislation, funding, or other action.

An initiative of ALA, ilovelibraries.org provides a set of steps you
can take to advocate for your library. Some of them are:

* Set goals - Determine what you want to accomplish.

* Get organized - Define your goals and objectives.

e Deliver your message - Set a communication plan with
clearly defined key messages.

* Target your audience - Determine who can help you
achieve what you want.

* Identify communication strategies - There are three
primary types: outreach to groups, personal contact and
the media.

e Speak out - All advocacy campaigns must have
spokespeople who are knowledgeable and skilled in
delivering their message.

Contact Information

Even when librarians are dedicated and passionate
about their work, they may be uncomfortable being
outspoken about it. Consequently, although there is
a lot of talk about advocacy, often what actually takes
place is marketing. It's always good to host events
to draw people into the library, but visitors need to
leave with a message that's more than learning that
libraries are friendly places that serve cookies on
special occasions. Challenge yourself. Go outside
your comfort zone. Set a goal, craft a message, target
the appropriate decision maker, and speak out!

During the coming year, watch for opportunities through
ATLA to learn more about how to become an effective
advocate for your library and the profession. You can
speak out and make a difference.
